The life cycle of a butterfly
reminds us of Jesus and His
resurrection.

"Praise be to the God 
and Father of our 
Lord Jesus Christ! 

In his great mercy he 
has given us new birth 

into a living hope 
through the resurrection 

of Jesus Christ from 
the dead".

Christ
is Risen!

The butterfly begins as a
caterpillar, which stands 
for Jesus life on Earth. 

On Easter we say "Alleluia"
A word that literally means:

"Praise the LORD"
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Christ is Risen!

Easter eggs are 
a common sight 

 & tradition at Easter.
Eggs are often used 

as a symbol of new life. 

Easter eggs are a great & fun Easter 
symbol, as we can decorate and 

celebrate the new life we have in Jesus.

Even more, an egg can remind us of the
Resurrection itself, as a chick hatching 

from its shell reminds us of Jesus 
emerging from the tomb on Easter.
