Emancipation Day is a holiday in Washington DC to mark the anniversary of the signing of the Compensated
Emancipation Act, which president Abraham Lincoln signed on April 16, 1862. It is annually held on April 16.
This year, Emancipation is moved to Monday, April 17th, 2017.

In Texas, Emancipation Day is celebrated on June 19. It commemorates the announcement in Texas of the
abolition of slavery made on that day in 1865. It is commonly known as Juneteenth. Since the late 20th
century, this date has gained recognition beyond Texas, and has been proposed for a National Emancipation
Day.
