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November all ready where has this year gone? This month I would like to look at two terms in relation to the scriptures. The first term is Biblical inerrancy, and the second term is Biblical infallibility. Let’s look at the definition of Biblical inerrancy first. Biblical Inerrancy is the belief that the Bible "is without error or fault in all its teaching". Biblical infallibility is the belief that what the Protestant Bible says regarding matters of faith and Christian practice is wholly useful and true. It is the "belief that the Bible is completely trustworthy as a guide to salvation and the life of faith and will not fail to accomplish its purpose."


The first question to ask ourselves is this, do I believe that the Bible is without error in all it’s teaching? Let’s look at what John Wesley said about the scriptures, in Article V—Of the Sufficiency of the Holy Scriptures for Salvation" in the Articles of Religion states that: 

The Holy Scripture containeth all things necessary to salvation; so that whatsoever is not read therein, nor may be proved thereby, is not to be required of any man that it should be believed as an article of faith or be thought requisite or necessary to salvation. In the name of the Holy Scripture, we do understand those canonical books of the Old and New Testament of whose authority was never any doubt in the Church.


In John Wesley’s Explanatory Notes Upon the New Testament: "2 Timothy 3:16." It says, All scripture is inspired of God -The Spirit of God not only once inspired those who wrote it, but continually inspires, supernaturally assists, those that read it with earnest prayer. Hence it is so profitable for doctrine , for instruction of the ignorant, for the reproof or conviction of them that are in error or sin, for the correction or amendment of whatever is amiss, and for instructing or training up the children of God in all righteousness ."


This view is shared by other theologians, Frank Moore editor-in-chief of Holiness Today. writes in Holiness Today, July/August 2018, “We believe that the Holy Spirit involves Himself directly in the inspiration, transmission, and preservation of Scripture from the time of its original revelation until today. We further believe the Holy Spirit works through the written Word to bring us in contact with Jesus Christ, the living, personal Word. God uses Scripture by the power of His Spirit to reveal Himself to every searching heart.”

The second question to ask ourselves is do we believe in the infallibility of the Bible do we believe; the Bible is completely trustworthy as a guide to salvation and the life of faith and will not fail to accomplish its purpose." In Isaiah 55:10-11 God says through the prophet,10 As the rain and the snow come down from heaven, and do not return to it without watering the earth and making it bud and flourish, so that it yields seed for the Sower and bread for the eater,11 so is my word that goes out from my mouth: It will not return to me empty but will accomplish what I desire and achieve the purpose for which I sent it.

I’ll leave you with Isaiah 55:10-11 to contemplate till next month. As for me I believe in both the inerrancy and infallibility of the scriptures.
