5.	Old Business
	A. Property CC&R Violation Complaints	Jon Puryear
1.) 4333 Ascot Drive, Jeannie Allen’s property
The court ruled in favor of the CNRE’s Bylaws and required the Allens to clean up the entire property. They must begin within 30 days and be completed no longer than 90 days.  If it isn’t cleaned up by the 90 day deadline, the court will hire a company to clean up the property and rule them to pay the bill.  The Judge told Jon Puryear to report back to the court in 90 days to give him a report.
2.) 4900 St Leger Drive, Ray Bejar’s property
Jon stated the EBOD have inspected this property and it has been cleaned in front of the tree line as first required by the CNRE in prior years. CC Stated that there are still two inoperable cars in front of the treeline so Ray still hasn’t completed this agreement.  Jon stated that the property is listed for sale and in that contract, Mr. Bajar is to clean the entire property before closing. 

3.) 4501 Ascot Drive, Mark Allen’s property: business Red Barn
As stated at the last 4th Quarterly Meeting, the CNRE Active Members voted to hire an attorney to represent us in this case.  It was approved to pay the $5000 retainer for the court case.  This was performed and our attorney represented the CNRE in this suit.  The court ruled in favor of the CNRE’s Bylaws and required Mark Allen to stop the Red Building venue barn business. Mark Allen immediately asked how to appeal the decision. The JP stated to complete the application at his clerk’s window and put a $5000 appeal bond.
