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The President speaks… 

     The theme for this month is Wisdom.  I see wisdom as the ability to make the best 

decision or select the best course of action. Wisdom is what might be considered ac-

quired knowledge over time and experience. As wisdom is acquired situations are looked 

at in a different light. 

     As a teacher of teachers, I used to teach BloomΩs Taxonomy which provides a basic  out-

line for teachers to use to focus on higher order thinking. By providing a stepping stone of levels, this taxonomy 

(or outline) can assist teachers in designing performance tasks, crafting questions for conferring with students, 

and providing feedback on student work.έ  This taxonomy should be the starting point for all teaching. I found it 

to be a very effective way to teach until I got to the level of Judging.  The levels are:  Remembering, Understand-

ing, Applying, Analyzing, Evaluating (Judging), Creating.  A taxonomy is a listing of, in this case, skills for thinking.  

One must start from the lowest level (Remembering) and gradually pick up all skills until you get to the highest 

(Creating).   

     So, for example, if a teacher was teaching ƳŜǘŀǇƘƻǊǎ, she would first work at the remembering level with 

άWhat is a metaphor?έ άPick out a metaphor fromΧΤέ Then she would have the students try to explain meta-

phors in their own words, etc.; (understanding) and go through all the levels until reaching evaluating/judging.  

At this point, students would evaluate or judge metaphors that others have written and give their opinion of 

them (based on what they learned in the lower levels.)  They would not be able to do this high level of thinking 

effectively without the lower levels.  Frequently, students had a difficult time realizing that they should not make 

a judgement unless they had all the lower levels on the topic at hand.  Giving their opinion on something about 

which they know little (remembering or just understanding) makes them appear judgmental, and even, foolish.   

Wisdom is the power of judging rightly and following the soundest course of action, based on 
knowledge, experience, understanding.  Basically, wisdom is good judgment. 

     Why did I go through this  lesson in basic pedagogy?  Because it may help us see wisdom in a more linear way.  

When all is said and done, the thing about wisdom, is that those who have gotten there, rarely think that they 

have which makes them all the more wise than what appears.  These are ones we seek when we want a 

thoughtful, non-judgmental opinion.  We might give thought about who these people are in our lives.

Investment of Funds 

 

For several years members have questioned why we have so much 

money in the bank and why don’t we invest it.  We regularly main-

tained a balance of between $9,000 and $10,000.  The number 

stayed basically the same thanks to Boards who balanced the budget 

every year.   

Since February, members of the Board have been researching the in-

vestment of about $5,000 into something safe and short term.  The 

Board checked with Edward Jones, State Farm Financial, Waddell & 

Reed, and Ameriprise.  All 3 company representatives advised us not 

to invest the $5000 at this time because of the predicted changes in 

the economy.  However, Betty Poage from Ameriprise recommended 

that we invest in a “ladder model” that would be short and safe over 

the next few years.  Betty made a presentation to the board at the 

March meeting.  The Board voted on taking Betty’s advice and invest-

ed $5000 in increments of $1250 which will renew or be cancelled 

after  3, 6, 9 and 12 months.
