Meeting Minutes

March 9, 2020

Present were Commissioner Gubrud, Commissioner Harmon, Commissioner Thomson, Chief Berg, Assistant Chief Miner and Secretary Berg.  Firefighter Earl Klinefelter was present.  Community members Andrea Xaver, Pat and Cindy McKeon, John Seehorn, Mark Pearson, John Verdoos and Beth Rosentiel.

Old Business:  

Generator – The generator has been ordered.  They are waiting for the underground locate to move forward.
Community Newsletter – The commissioners would like to see information sent out the week after the meeting.
Facilities Use – The discussion continued on having a meeting versus an event.  Secretary Berg will forward samples to the commissioners.
Stipend Policy – Commissioner Thomson made a motion to approve the policy as written by the attorney with revisions from Secretary Berg.  Commissioner Harmon seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

Call Report – Secretary Berg gave an update on the call volume for 2020.  We have responded to 47 calls this year.  
New Business: 
Old Air Packs – Commissioner Thomson made a motion to surplus the outdated air packs per the list that was submitted by firefighter Phill Zimmerman.  Commissioner Harmon seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.     
Chief’s Report: 
· Coronavirus – Firefighter Earl Klinefelter gave an update on the coronavirus.  To be cautious, Chief Berg cancelled training for the next three weeks.  
· Station 3 – Homeless people have been camping out behind the station.   The sheriff has been notified.  There have been new signs put up too.  
· Station 2 – The pump at Station Two needs to be repaired. 
· WSRB – The ratings bureau will be here next week.  
· DNR Contract – Chief Berg met with the DNR about renting the station again this year.  He asked for an increase in rent monies.
· New Brush Truck – It is a manual transmission.  We have about 8 firefighters that will be able to drive it.  Our mechanic has been working on it, trying to get it pumping.  
· 911 is having issues with the water level.
Assistant Chief Report:  
· Tender Credit – Assistant Chief Miner has been working with other districts to try and obtain a tender credit for our District.  
· Stipends for 2020 – Assistant Chief Miner will be going over the 2020 guidelines at the next business meeting.

· ESO – Has been loaded onto all the tablets.  He is taking time off work to attend the webinars.

· Air Packs – Commissioners agreed to purchase a new air pack.

· Response Plans – He is updating the zones for the response plans.

Public Comments: Mark Pearson would like to see a newsletter more often.  Beth Rosentiel would like to see the minutes on the website.  John Verdoos asked about surplusing the air packs.
