Trustee Luehmann read the Health Report submitted by Tony Bennett, Health Inspector.  A motion was made by Trustee Luehmann, second by Trustee Edwards, to approve the Health Report dated April 17 through April 24, 2017 as read.  A roll Call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
PUBLIC INPUT:

Township resident, Linda Knogl asked the Board of Trustees if the General Assistance Manager could be present at a township meeting so she could answer questions concerning the General Assistance application form.  Super Viessman responded that it could be arranged.  Linda said she would be happy to submit the questions ahead of time.
