Employment and other state regulations beyond our post rules govern personnel, guests, minors, contractors, 
vendors and trespassers. 
 
So, help us protect our Post and American Legion by keeping a eye always open to potential legal problems 
and report anything of concern to the Post Commander, myself, or any Executive Committee officer so we 
can do the necessary follow-up.  
 
Remember our mutual commitment to the Preamble to the American Legion Constitution and the Legion’s 
Four Pillars (Veterans Affairs & Rehabilitation; National Security; Americanism; Children & Youth); and 
most of all remember our commitment to our Constitution and Country.
