Chairman Green calls the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and leads everyone in the pledge of allegiance. 

ON A MOTION BY CARLTON FRITZ, SECONDED BY JOHN WEBBER AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED, THE MINUTES OF THE APRIL 11, 2013 MEETING ARE APPROVED AS SUBMITTED.

Chairman Green opens the public hearing and reads the legal notice into the minutes. Nine (9) certified notices were mailed and seven (7) were received back. He asks if anyone in the pubic has any comments. No one from the public has any comments though the applicant, Brad Curry, questions why the local law limits the number of cars on site to no more than eight (8). The public hearing is opened and Chairman Green reads the legal notice into the minutes. Nine (9) certified notices were mailed out and seven (7) were received.

Attorney Silver:  The Village’s local zoning specifically indicates the limit of eight cars. I can’t, nor can this board, explain why or how they came up with this number but it’s not within the powers of this board to change this or make an exception. If you feel that this limit creates some difficulty for you, you can always apply to the ZBA for a variance. 

There is some discussion back and forth regarding this issue but Brad decides at this time not to pursue that option. 

Chairman Green:  If there are no other questions or concerns, can I have a motion to close the public hearing? 

ON A MOTIN BY CARLTON FRITZ, SECONDED BY HARRY RAMPE AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED, THE BOARD CLOSES THE PUBLIC HEARING.

Pam advises the board that she hasn’t yet received back the 239 review from the County. 

ON A MOTION BY HARRY RAMPE, SECONDED BY JOHN WEBBER AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED, THE BOARD DECLARES ITSELF LEAD AGENCY IN THIS MATTER. 

ON A MOTION BY CARLTON FRITZ, SECONDED BY JOHN WEBBER AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED, THE SPECIAL USE PERMIT APPLICATION SUBMITTED BY BRAD CURRY TO ESTABLISH AN AUTO REPAIR SHOP IS HEREBY APPROVED. 

Continued Reviews and Other Business: 

Iberia Capital LLC 

Peter Belgard is present in this matter. Now that the Village Board has changed the definition of a live-work unit, Peter is before the board to find out what his next step is in creating the live-work unit he originally wanted to do last fall. He has a tenant who wants to open a Kennedy Fried Chicken in the storefront where Sneaker World briefly occupied. A relative of the tenant who will manage the store wants to reside upstairs.

Attorney Silver advises Peter that he needs to submit a new application with fee and proceed accordingly. Since the board is already familiar with the location and the applicant, they go ahead and schedule a public hearing for Thursday, June 13th, at 7:00 p.m. with the understanding that Peter will file the paperwork and pay the fee tomorrow.

Liberty Bowling Alley LLC 

Regarding Pete and Francine Keiser representing Parthco. are before the board tonight to answer questions as to why the required screening is still not in place, why the trailers are still there and why the parking area looks dumpy. Both explain that all of the trailers were removed over the weekend, including the one previously granted Planning Board approval for Rent-A-Center. A new order of 4’ tall trees has been ordered and is expected in this week and will be planted immediately. The parking lot was swept and the potholes have been patched. Cleaning the garbage is an on-going problem that is addressed daily. 

The board is somewhat resolved that they are doing the best they can and will see what transpires over the next 30 days. They will be back before the board next month to report on their progress. 

Chairman Green again questions Pam about the lack of a permit application by Immaculate Concepts. She reports that more than one application has been sent to Joel and he has yet to return them so she has sent him a Notice of Violation ordering the trailer body to be removed immediately. Note for file: Joel is considering registering the trailer for over-the-road use. Such action would make filing for a special use a moot point.
