Do This in Memory of Me

Many of the great things in life are kept alive through cherished traditions and those
who faithfully share and celebrate them. In the first reading from Deuteronomy, Mo-
ses tells the people to ‘remember’ how God delivered them from slavery in Egypt,
sustaining them during their flight with manna (bread) from heaven. That sacred
memory is at the core of the Passover celebration defining the interrelationship be-
tween God and God’s people.

Today, as a communion of persons in Christ, whether gathered in one physical space
or, during this time separated, one in heart and mind, we renew our faith in this great
Sacrament of Community — this ‘Holy Communion’. Since its inception, this Sacra-
ment has been the source and summit of Christian Life, defining and directing the
continuation of Jesus’ mission to all peoples through the Church.

The Gospel of John uses the miracle story of the multiplication of the loaves and
fishes to reflect on Jesus as the ‘bread of life’ offered for all people.

Bread, in its various cultural forms, is staple food for much of the world’s popula-
tion. It is also a metaphor for food which sustains the life of the human community.
Bread is absorbed into the human body to nourish and preserve life. Blood is the flu-
id that channels life through the body. They are in these ways the sources of life.
When we receive Christ’s Body and Blood as the bread and drink for our life’s jour-
ney, we become one with him and through the sharing in the one Body, offer our-

selves as he did
in service to oth-
ers.

John’s  descrip-
tion of Jesus
washing his dis-
ciples’ feet at the
last Supper is an-
other way of de-
scribing what is
meant by sharing
the life of Jesus
in the breaking of
the bread and
sharing of wine.

The Story Behind the Feast of Corpus Christi

The Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of
Christ, historically known by its Latin name, Corpus
Christi, celebrates the Real Presence of Jesus Christ in
the Holy Eucharist—Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity. It
is traditionally celebrated on the Thursday following the
Solemnity of the Holy Trinity. The feast dates to the
Middle Ages and originated with a visionary nun and a
Eucharistic miracle.

In 1263 a German priest, Fr. Peter of Prague, made a pil-
grimage to Rome. He stopped in Bolsena, Italy, to cele-
brate Mass at the Church of St. Christina. At the time he
was having doubts about Jesus being truly present in the
Blessed Sacrament. In response to his doubt, when he
recited the prayer of consecration as he celebrated the
Mass, blood started seeping from the consecrated host
and onto the altar and corporal.

Fr. Peter reported this miracle to Pope Urban IV, who at
the time was nearby in Orvieto. The pope sent delegates
to investigate and ordered that host and blood-stained
corporal be brought to Orvieto where they remain today.

This Eucharistic Miracle confirmed the visions given to
St. Juliana of Mont Cornillon in Belgium (1193-1258).
St. Juliana was a nun and mystic who had a series of vi-
sions in which she was instructed by Our Lord to work to
establish a liturgical feast for the Holy Eucharist, to
which she had a great devotion. After many years of try-
ing, she finally convinced the bishop, the future Pope
Urban 1V, to create this special feast in honour of the
Blessed Sacrament. Soon after her death, Pope Urban
instituted Corpus Christi for the Universal Church and
celebrated it for the first time in Orvieto in 1264, a year
after the Eucharistic Miracle in Bolsena.

After completing the Chinese language studies,
I took up various ministries within the Catholic Dio-
cese of Hong Kong, such as: parish ministry, migrant’s
apostolate, and supervisory work for Catholic schools.

In 2010, I took a break from the Hong Kong mission
and came to Melbourne for some theological studies
on Marriage and Family at John Paul II Institute of
Marriage and Family, Melbourne. While studying at
the Institute, I served the Catholic Chinese Community
of Melbourne. In 2013 T was appointed as chaplain to
the Catholic Chinese Community of Melbourne, where
I served until the end of May 2020.
