Judith Panson was born in England and has lived in Manitoba 
since 1965. She received her art degrees from London and 
Plymouth Universities in England and has taught art at all 
levels of education from elementary through college. She has 
won awards in water media, printmaking and fibre in juried 
shows in Manitoba and Ontario and has had shows both solo 
and group in Canada, Mexico, New Zealand and the U. S. A.
