B. Fix a Test – Rider executes test of Choice; Into. up to Second Level then receives Judge’s feedback with a 15 minute lesson from Judge. Rider executes the same test for score. Open to all horses, riders of all disciplines. $50 per test
C. Three Phase – Open to all riders, horses and ponies. $70 per horse and rider pair.
