goodness of Christ in all things 

• Easter Bread (Babka) symbol of Jesus who is our Bread of Life symbolic of the Passion 

of Christ 

• Eggs (Jajka) and Pisanki indicates new life, ResurrecEon 

• Sausage (Kielbasa) indicates God’s generosity and favor 

• Ham (Szynka) symbol of great joy and abundance 

• Salt (Sol) a necessary element “You are the salt of the earth.” 

• Cheese (Ser) shaped into a ball, symbol of moderaEon 

Candle to represent Christ, the Light of the World.  

Ribbon, linen or lace, sprigs of greenery for a fesEve decoratIon.
