The
program is designed to provide students with
the access, skills and motivation needed to suc-
cessfully transition from high school to college
and go on to complete their college education.
All Upward Bound program activities and
services are free to students enrolled in the

program.

Each summer, a limited number of rising 9th
graders, planning to attend one of our target
high schools in the fall, are accepted into our 9th
Grade Academy.

These students are traditionally recruited from
the middle schools that feed into our target high
schools.

Who is Eligible for Upward Bound?

The Clark Atlanta University Upward
Bound Program is available to high school
students (grades 9-12) enrolled at one of
the following high schools:

e Maynard Jackson High School
e The New Schools of Carver

e South Atlanta High School

Additional eligibility requirements in-
clude the following:

e Must be U.S. citizen or a permanent
resident of the United States.

e Must be from a family that meets the
federal income guidelines determined
by the Department of Education.

and/or

e A potential first generation college
student (neither parent has complet-
ed a four-year college degree.)

e Must be enrolled in one of the three
schools listed above.

e Must have a desire to participate in all
program activities and be willing to
work hard.

e Must be committed to attending
college.

and the summer enrichment program

on the campus of CAU.

Maintain contact with Upward Bound
staff members throughout the academic
year.

Apply to appropriate target colleges/
universities. (seniors).

Complete a FAFSA and scholarship
applications (seniors).
