ownership, which meartle obligation transfers to all successive owners. You should have received the
Owen Brown Covenants within days of signing the contract for your new home.

The Covenants are not easily changedSixty-sevenpercent of lot owners in the village musagree to
change the Covenants Lot owners who are in compliance with the Covenants may cast one vote per unit
when changes of the Covenants are proposed.

Our Covenants assure residents of certain standards for land use, architectural designedpnd prop
maintenance throughout the village. They also provide you membership in the Owen Brown Community
Association and establish the mechanism for the operation of that association.

Because of the legal, contractual nature of the Coventigsmportar that all exterior alterations to
residentialand commercigbropertiedbe approved through the architectural review process. If an

alteration is made without approval, you incur the risk of legal action in order to compelcatamutis

consistent with tharchitectural staratds(Guidelined. Such legal actions may result in a notation being
placed on the Columbia Association Assessment File which serves as a notice to potential purchasers the
the property is not free and cteat all encumbrances.

WHY DO WE HAVE ARCHITECTURAL GUIDELINES?

The Owen BrownCommunity AssociatioGuidelines are a practical interpretation of the legal Covenants,
and they stand as a straightforward guide for the Resitehitectural Committee (RACExecutive
Architectural Committee (EACINnd residents to follow.

The goal of these Guidelinesto keep our community an attractive, desirable place in which to live, and
to protect property values. We hope the uséede Guidelines provides assistance to residents in
preparing applications as a practical means of accomplishing these goals.



WHO OVERSEES THE ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW PROCESS?

Covenant Advisor

Thevillage employs &ovenant Advisowho is availablet the village office to assist in preparation of
exterior alteratiorand inhome businesapplications, to answer questions, process covenant inqudries,
serve as secretary to the EAGd to carry out certain duties associated with covenant enforcement.

Resident Architectad Committee (RAC)

TheOwen BrownVillage Board appoints interested and qualified residentsetBAC. This committee
is composed of volunteers who conductsite visits and initial reviews of &xior alteratiorand inrhome
businesspplications, making recommendations to the Executive Architectural Committee for final
approval of these alterations. The RAC also recongseevisions to the Guidelines.

Executive Architectural Committee (EAC)

The Owen Brown Covenants provide for @8AC which is composed of qualified volunteers (preferably

with Village Board, RAC, or architectural experience) with the majority being appointed by The

Columbia Association and the noirity by the Owen Brown Village Boardl'he EAC is responsible for

setting the rules and procedures for architectural control, for the review and final approval of all exterior
alterations on residential properties, for athimme business approvals, dodthe review and approval of

new residential and commercial construction. It is also the final appeal body for all architectural decisions
in the village.

WHAT ARE THE STEPSNEEDED FOR AN EXTERIOR ALTERATION?

When you contemplate making an exterior alteration, initiatingdaoime business or changing your
landscaping, you shoufist consult the Guidelines contained in this booklet. They will hefmalize
your plans and wiladvisewhether a formal application is necessary. If in doubt, call the Covenant

Residents whose propertyalsobelongs to a townhouse orandominium association must check with
the association to see if it has its own form of architectural guidelines and its own review process.

Depending on the prdjead specifically when applying for
fences, sheds, decks or paitipsu will need to providelimensions, drawings, material samples,
descriptions and/or brochures and photographs
d. Property plats (house locéion surveys)shallbe included with all application#f.a plat is not
available, then a dwing may be acceptabl€o help you get startechanyplats are available
thru the Owen Brown village office.

3. Public RAC meetings are held on thecond and fourth Wednesdays of every month at 7:30 PM at the
Owen Brown Community Center at 6800 Cradlerock Vaygept for the months of October, November,
DecemberJanuaryand February. During those months the meeting is held oritNée2inesday of &
month Theentire process usually takes less than four wleks point of receipt of the application

At the public meeting, which residerage encouraget attend, the RAC makes recommendations for
action on the applicationvhich is therforwardedto a member of the EAC for final action. Prior to these
meetings, members of the RAC Committee make site visits to the properties that requested exterior
alterations or irhome businesses.

An appeal of the final action may be requested in writing wiindays of receiving the results of the
RAC meeting decision. At that time another meeting is set up between the resident and the EAC to
attempt to resolve any issud$e decision of the EAC shall be issued in writing. That decision is binding
upon allparties.

THE FAST TRACKPROCESS

A FAST TRACHKorocess is offered for the approval of certain exterior alterations. This process was
developed to shorten the processing time for certain standard alterations.
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FAST TRACHKapplicationssubmitted by Mondaat 5 PMto thecommunitycenterwill generally be
reviewed by 5 pm the following Thursday¥he application form for thEAST TRACHKorocess is the

same as the regular applicatiolt is imperative that all information be complete to be consideredior th
speedy process. The application is then approved or disapproved by a member of tAddi&Cis
mailedor emailedo the applicant indicating the results.

If a FAST TRACKapplication is incomplete or ineligible for this process, it is automatishlfyed to the
regular process and reviewed at the regularly scheduled RAC mé&gtendecision by the RAC to
change &AST TRAR application to a regular one is final.

days of the start of construction Requests for time extensions due to extenuating circumstances must be
brought to the attention of the Covenant Advisowriting. Any modification of the original terms of

approval requires an amendment of @pplication, which must be submitted and reviewed by the RAC.

A major modification requires a new application and approval.

LETTER OF COMPLIANCE PROCEDURE

Every home in Columbia was issued a Certificate of Compliance by the developer, itR8uocessors
upon building completion. To ensure that a property remains in compliance wib\kaants, an
update to this certificate, or a Letter of Compliance, will be issued upon request of any property owner in
the village. Upon request, the Covenant Advisor inspects the property to verify compliance with the
Covenants and all approved applicas on record. If the property is found in compliance, a Letter of
Compliance is issued. If there are unapproved, impropertypleted or incomplete alterations, or
maintenance violations on the property, the owner and realtor are notified. Upoti@omwéthe
violations and application for approvals, the property-mspected and a Letter of Compliance issued.

WHAT IS THE PROCESS FOR COVENANT ENFORCEMENT?

Alleged violations of the \fiage Covenants and Guidelines may be reported by any resident to any member
of the Owen Brown Community Association staff. These complaints remain anonymous. The complaints
are passed to the Covenant Advisor or Architectural Assistant who makes atdibevesfy the violation.
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Whena covenant violation is verified, the owner of the property is contacted by letter and given a specific
time limit, depending on the violation, to correct the problem. A second site visit is made after the specified
date. A second letter is sent if the violation has not been corréictedse contacts do not remedy the
situation, a third letter is sent giving the resident until the next Village Board meeting or a reasonable dat:
to make the corrections. If therestdl no response or resolution, the Village Board, issues@aySNotice,

which is sent certified and regular mail, requiring the violatimhe corrected within 15 days. If it is still

not resolved, the Village Board may send the issue to the Coluxabdaiation for possible legal action.

SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES AND EXCEPTIONS

Based on the policies and previous decisions of the RAC and EAC, these Guidelines indicatenastat is
likely to be approved itypical circumstances, and they also give yoimimation on how to prepasn
application. Special circumstances may allow the approval of an application that might be denied at
another location or the denial of one that might be approved elsewhere.

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ADDITIONS

An applicationis required for any additionrmadeto a home. Additions include, but are not limited to
carports, garages, geenhouses, porches, rooms, carport enclosures, and deck enclosufeset of
architectural drawings similar to those required by Howard County for a building permit must
accompany the application. Samples of building materials (i.e. siding and shutters)ust also be
submitted with the application.

The proposed structure must be compatible with the original struttersurrounding properties and in
proportion tathe existing lot size. The following must be taken into consideration.

1 Siding, roofing, ad trim must match the existing materials as to finish and color.
1 New windows and doors must match existing as to style and color and

should be located on walls at the same approximate height and vertical plane as the existing units.
1 Roof eaves anfl a s aniush ke the same depth, style, color, and approximate height, with all slopes

proportionate to the style of the house.

1 Exposed foundation on additions must be painted to match existing approved foundation color.
1 If an existing deck, screed porch, or other addition is to be further modified for yeand use,

all the above requirements must be met.
1 Light fixtures must match existing fixtures as to style and color.

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ANTENNAS and SATELLITE DISHES

The FCC allowsantennas;however, thereare a few covenant restrictions that are based simply on
aesthetics of a residential area.

No more than one dish or antenna per property.

The satellite dish is one me{@9 inches) or less in diameter.

The dish or antenna is not mounted on a pole or mounting device more than 12 feet high.
The dish or antenna is not mounted on a fence.

The cables and wires are secured to the home in an inconspicuous manner or buried when
appropriate.

Other Antennas

An application is required for all other outdoor antennas

Townhouse and condominium or rental apartment residents must check with their respective
associations or rental offices for additidmegulations on the placement of any satellite dish or
antenna.

APIARIES (Beekeeping) 54

An Exterior Alteration Application is required for all apiaries. Apiaries will be allowed on alpasase
basis, since some properties are not suitablepd3ed Apiaries must meet all of the following conditions:

1. The minimum front set back is a least 50 feet from the front lot line.

2. The minimum side and rear set back are 25 feet from the lot lines, except minimum
setbacks are 10 feet if the apiary is lechas to direct the entrances away from
neighboring property and are located:

1 Atleast 6 feet above the ground
1 Are behind a solid fence, hedge or other barrier that is at least 6 feet high and
runs parallel to the lot line.

I At least 6 feet above any deckather open outdoor structure that is located
on an adjoining property that is less than 25 feet from the apiary.

3. A water supply must be provided close to the apiary to minimize bees from seeking
water off site.



4. The location and flight paths of the colosilyould be arranged carefully and should
be located and oriented so that flyways are above head level (a minimum of 6.5 feet)
when the bees cross adjacent property lines.

5. The State of Maryland requires that hives must be registered. Apiaries shall comply
with Maryland Department of Agriculture regulations pertaining to beekeeping and
must be operated and maintained in accordance with Best Management Practices.

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must extend the entire length of the flue. Flashing on all flue instakatust be
painted to match the adjacent flue materials.

1 A bare metal pipe chimney may be considered if the location and visibility of the
pipe is not visible from the street. The metal should be painted to match the siding
or trim of house.Kactory applid flat black paint will be considergd.

1 Flues that exit through the roof on the front slope or roof ridge are discouraged due

to high visibility; however, they may be permitted if boxed in. The resident is

responsible for obtaining Howard County codeiniation and guidelines.

Caps and spark arresters must be low profile.

Flues that exit through the roof on the rear slope and are not visible from the front

may not need to be boxed. If an exposed installation is allowed, the flue must be

painted to mech the roof; it cannot exceed 14 inches at outside diameter

1 Direct vent fireplaces/stoves will be considered on a-bgsmase basis. Approval
will be based on visibility to surrounding properties.

b. Elevation drawings of all sides of the house showing style, siding or facade materials,
window placement, door and garage door placement, roof lines, walkways, driveways,
porches, deck, gutters, shutters, and skylights.

Plans and drawings which the applicant has, or, wilbmit to Howard County for
approval.

Dimensions of all sides of structure.

Site plan showing full footprint of house and other structures.

Description and color samples of all exterior building materials.

Landscape plan

Lighting plan

Notification of all adjacent residents

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2. The footprint of the proposed structure must be clearkestaut to provide a visual reference.

3. Consideration should be given to the proportional scale and architectural style of the proposec
construction as it relates to the lot and other properties in the neighborhood/street. The new
building should be archetturally consistent with the existing shape, style, and size of the
dwelling.

4. New construction should not significantly impair the view, amount of sunlight, or ventilation of
adjacent residences, or the publicds use o

5. New construction shodlnot adversely affect drainage conditions on adjacent properties through
changes in grade or other significant +affi conditions, including conditions during
construction.

6. New construction should not create situations in which neightatiisave diffic ulty modifying
or maintaining their dwellings.

7. New construction may not infringe on a nei

Any changes to the original application that take place during the planning or building phase of
construction, including those made by the agwm other authorities, will require a new application.

1. Beforedigging, call Miss Utility for the location of underground utilities. This serviggosided
free of charge and is required by law.

2. Any construction close to the ColumbiaA oci ati onbés Open Spatce ¢
Open Space. Contact the Land Management Division of the Columbia Association for their
permission to use Open Space PRIOR to any use during construction. The lot cesgonsible

for ensuring that contractors do not dump materials or damage Open Space land.

3. The applicant is responsible for obtaining all permits and approvals from any relevant agencies
such as the County, Homeowner 6s Apmaybesubaittado n s
concurrently with the architectural application to save time on your project. Approval of the exterior

alteration application by the village does not authorize violation of any provisions of county, state,

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PAINTING AND STAINING

An application is required for any painting or staining of a house, when it changes the current
approved or original color. A change in house color is definedaag variation as to shade, lighter or
darker, than the current approved color, or the addition of stone, brick, or masonry work. The number o
house colors must be limited to four colors (except the Victorian homes in Hopewell). Generally the siding
and bundation would be one color, the trim another color and the doors and shutters a third color. Wher
new colors are chosen, they must complement the roof color.-ghessi paint may be used on doors and
shutters, but a flat surface paint must be usedlatheer surfaces.

Whenduplexes andownhouseshare an exterior material of the same color, every effort must be made to
re-paint or reside with the original color, unless adjacent neighbors agree simultaneousjyaiatrer re

side in an approved necolor. When weather damage to one side of a duplex, requisding, the new
siding must match or be as close as possible to the original ddlerexteriors of townhouses may not be
changed from the original design. Exterior colors that are atl@regenerally in the townhouse community
covenants, which should be consulted before applying to Owen Brown.

PATIOS AND WALKWAYS

An applications required for all patios and for walkways other than stepping stones flush with the ground.

Since the design concept of Columbia includes play equipment on open space, rasilergpared the
expense of building, installing and maintaining play equipment on their own property. Residents are
encouraged to make use of the tot lots as an alternative to personal play equipment. The locations of
the tot lots are available at thellage office.

PONDS AND POOLS

The design concept of Columbia includes neighborhood pools. Therefore, private pools are
discouraged.

An applicationis required for all permanent kground poolor any prtable wading pools more than 8
feet in diameter or more than 24 inches deep and all aquatic ponds of anys&eove ground pools
are permitted. Portable pools must be located in the back yard within sight lines of the house.

A site plan showing thiacation of the pool, lighting, all pool apparatus and equipment, and screening
(both fencing and landscaping) must be included with the application. In addition, any details of any
proposed grading, deck areas, walkways, patios or any other assol@tigdsto the property must be
included with the application.

Each application is evaluated on individual factors such as size of pool in proportion to lot size, location,

visual impact, grading, and landscaping requirements. Landscape screeninguisitieeod the pool
fence may be required due to location of pool, pool accessories, or type of fence used.

Approval will be granted most readily if the following conditions are met:

1 All pools must be located in the rear of the house.

1 Pools must be encled with privacy fencing 5 feet to 6 feet high and meet all requirements
of the Owen Brown Architectural guidelines and covenants, including fences and
landscaping.
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1 All pool apparatus and equipment, including but not limited to diving boards, slides, etc.
must be screened by fencing and must not extend above the top of the fence.

PORCHES AND PORTICOS

An applicationis required for all porches and porticos. A site plan with the location and dimensions of
the structure must be submitted, along with a drawing or description of the rails and posts.

The railings, posts, and all exposed surfaces, of any front porches or porticos must bepatateddo

match the house siding or trim coldRailings musbe consistent in style, and match existing railings, if
present.The floor surfaces may be left natural, if desired. Any roof structure should be the same color as
the house roof, and it should approximate the existing roof as to pitch. All ggoolntico floor surface
coverings are subject to approval.

Carpeting on porch surfacesand stairs will not be approved.

PROPANE/FUEL TANKS/GENERATORS

An applicationis required for all fuel tanks over 30 pound$hey must meet all local, county, state and
federal requirements. All tankshouldbe placed within the rear sidelines of the house as close to the
house as possible and be screened by apprdprssted evergreens or fencing.

Generators must be placed within the rear sidelines of the fazuslkese to the housas possible and be
screened by appropriately sized evergreens or fencing.

PROPERTY MAINTENANCE

The lack of proper maintenance on residential lots is a violation of the Owen Brown Covéseamesal
Property and Lawn Cardrticle VI, Section 6.01 of the village covenants statesii Each owner
keep all Lots owned by him, and all improvements therein or thereon in good order and repair,
including but not limited to, the seeding, watering, and mowing of all lawns, the pruning and cuttm

of all trees and shrubbery and the painting (or other appropriate external care) of all buildings and
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other improvements, all in a manner and with such frequency as is consistent with good property
management . 0

Grass must beut, and trimming done oa regular basis throughout the growing montlteaves must be
raked in the fall. Homeowners are responsible for maintenance of their rental property.

The adjacent homeowner is responsible under the Howard County code for the mowing and maintenanc
of the grass area between the sidewalk and the street. Maintenance of-deesamulislands is the
responsibility of the adjacent residents. Residents are encouraged to make a joint effort to maintain an
beautify these areas.

Bulk Deliveries:

Residend must place any bulk deliveries of wood, garden material or other @tertieir propertynot on
sidewalks, driveways, righdafway, streets, open space or neighb
should be delivered.

RAMPS AND RAILINGS

An applcationis required for any exterior alteration, such as a ramp, to accommodate persons with
disabilities. A site plan showing the location of the proposed structure, along with a detailed description
of the structure will be required.

Railings and sidesf ramps on the front of the house must be painted to match the siding or trim color of
the house and otherwise follow the color and style guideline for porches. Ramps in the rear of the house
must match the deck in color and style. Ramp structuresmolagle stairs as part of the overall structure.
Rampsmust beremoved when no longer needed or upon sale of the Hbtise.new owner wants to

keep the ramp, they must apply.

RAIN BARRELS

An application is requirreeldo fiosr daelfli mead na sb aar rceol nst
rainwater from downspouts and rooftops for future use in watering lawns and gardens.

Applications being submitted to the committee must contain the following information:

1. Size / dimensions may notexceed 65 gallons

2. Style, color and material of barrel. This must be submitted in the form of a brochure, picture or
drawing. Applicant should choose a color/style of rain barrel that suits the style of the
residence and include a screening plan if thest@) can be seen from the street, pathways or
other public area. Generally, the barrel color must match the foundation or siding color, or be
left natural wood.

3. Location: describe and show on a property (ileis may be a hand drawing)

4. Number of rain hrrels. The number of rain barrels may not exceed the number of down spouts
and may only be located in the vicinity of downspouts.

5. Freezing water may damage rain barrels therefore they should be stored upside down or in the
garage or carport during winteronths. If a section of downspout was removed for
installation, it must be reattached during this period.

1 Plants or trees must lmatially large enough ofast growing andbe planted in sufficient
density to provide an immediate impd€triginal screening dies it must be replaced with
similar plants.

1 Plantings must be 2/3rd the height af thbject to be screened, or 4 feet tall, whichever is

SECURITY CAMERAS

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SHEDS/STORAGE CONTAINERS

An application is required for all sheds and storage containers. Only one shed will be allowed per
property. A site plan showing the proposed location of the shed must be included. A description of the
materials and dimensions of theesl must also accompany the application.

Storage Containeiralso called Deck or Patio Boxes and StorageiBinad are less than or equal to 3 x 5
feet in area and 5 feet in height may be-femtked.

All Shed Requirements
1. Location must be in the reaf the house, as close to the house as possible, preferably attached,

although an alternative location may be approved. In such cases, screening may be required.

2. Siding must match the house siding unless it is located away from the house wheredtlefiay b
natural. Roof color must match house roof color or be of a dark or earth tone color.

3. If the house is restyled,+®ded, or painted a different color, the shed must match unless approved
to remain natural.

4. Decorative embellishments will not be apyed.

5. Secure anchoring is required.

6. The shed should neither dominate nor stand as a primary feature on the property. It should be
proportional to lot size, not larger than 100 square feet and not exceed the height of 8 feet at the
roof peak, except aoted in 7 below.

7. Sheds with base area larger than 64 square feet may have a 9' roof.

8. Waterrunof f from the shed must not be directed |

For Single Family Homes
Storage containershould be placed abuttinige rear wall of the house and must not be larger than 15
square feet nor exceed 6 feet in height.

For Duplexes, Townhouses and Condominiums

Shedsnay not exceed 20% of rear yard. The placement must be so that it has the least impact to the
neighbors Water ruroff from sheds and/or storage containers must not be directed onto common areas or
a neighbor's yard or patio.

SHUTTERS

An applicationis required when adding or removing shutters from the home or when the resident changes
the current apmved color or style. A photo or a brochure and a color sample must be submitted with the
application.

SIDING

Consideration of new siding shall be in harmony with the prevailing character of the homes in the
neighborhood. Variation in detail and form yri@e used to provide visual interest and avoid monotony.
The siding of separate offset and/or shared garages, simeltarports must match the house siding color
and style.An application is not required when there is to be no change in color or style
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An application is required when changing the color or style of the siding and when adding or removing
stone, brick, etc., to the facing of the house. Please include color samples and materials with the
application.

1 The entire home must be sided to maichtyle and color.

1 If a resident changes the ho@eesiding color the foundation color must be reconsidered at
the same time.

1 Duplex units must have the same style and color.

Multi-family housing requires an application for any and all changes.

Algae, mad etc.that grow on siding must be regularlyremovedto maintain the cdor of the siding.

SIGNS

All signs MUST be of professional quality. An applicatismequired for all temporary or permanent
signs except for the following:

1 A temporay real estate sign advertising the sale or rental of the profatyy.and Under
Contract signs are not permitted.

Garage sale signs when displayed no earlier than 4:00pm on Friday and removed
immediately after the event.

Political signs for candidaseor causes, which will be displayed only during the sixty days
prior to the election, and removed within seven days after the election.

Security system signs (less than 1 square foot) located near the front or back entrance of th
house.

An applicationis required for all skylights ad light tunnels, whether they are new or replacements. A
site plan showing the location of the proposed skylight or light tunnel must be included with the
application.

Skylights and light tunnels should meet the following conditions:
1 Should be locatedn the least visible slope of the roof.
1 The frame should match the roof color.
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SOLAR COLLECTOR SYSTEMS

An applicationis required for all solar collectosystemsA solarcollectorsystem must be integrated into
the design of the house, and Hpparatugn its resting state should appear flush with the rebére
possible A site photograph or elevation drawings of the house, showirlgdagon and appearance of
the proposed system must be included with the applicaBotar collectors can bdast-tracked.

Solar panel systems should meet the following conditions:

TREE PLANTING AND REMOVAL ’&

Trees are a valuable part of Columbia and should be preserved whenever possible. An application
required for the removal of any tree whose trunk is o@nches in diameter when measured at a point 2
feet above groundinlesst is a ree whose trunk is withig0 feet of the house. The trunk must be cut off
or groundto at or below ground leveAll trees can be fastracked.Only two trees may be removed per
yearwithoutan application* All trees can be fasttracked. Dead trees musbe removed.

An application is not required for the planting of a single specimen tree, which, at maturity, will be in
scale with the house size.

Tree planting or removal may be denied for the following reasons:

Removal will not impact proposed project

Tree isnot causing damage to the property (root damage)

Removal may endanger people

The tree is objectionable (sap, seed, clog drains, etc.)
* Please note: The Architectural Committee may require a replacement tree.
The following trees are not remmnended due to undesirable growth characteristics such as surface roots
and susceptibility to disease or insect damagé. Austrian Pine, Black Locust, Box Elder, Bradford
Pear, Hemlock, Norway Maple, Ornamental Plum, Osage Orange, Poplars, Red OalRiBeoSilver
Maple, Standard Weeping Willow, Sycamore Maple, Thorny Locust, SweeBlaakn\alnut,
Crabapple, and Tulip Poplar.
Native species are encouraged for lower maintenance and environmental concerns.
