Meeting Minutes

January 7th, 2019
The regular business meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioner’ of Skagit County Fire District #9 was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Commissioner Harmon.  The next business meeting is scheduled for Monday, February 4th at 6:00 p.m.  The meeting minutes of December 10th, 2018 were approved as written.  Present were Commissioner Thomson, Commissioner Harmon, Commissioner Gubrud, Chief Berg, Assistant Chief Miner and Secretary Berg.  Firefighter Jeff Olson was also present.  Community member Andrea Xaver was also present.    
Correspondence: Puget Sound Energy sent a packet about an easement that Commissioner Harmon will follow up on.
Old Business:  

EMS Contract – Commissioner Thomson reviewed the issues with the new Interlocal Cooperative Agreement with EMS.  The commissioners agreed to have Commissioner Thomson contact other fire district commissioners to see what other participation we can get in making changes to the contract.  
Call Report – Secretary Berg gave an update on the call volume for 2018 and 2019.
New Business:
Resolution 2019-224.  Commissioner Gubrud made a motion to approve resolution 19-224 which defines the volunteer relationship between the District and its volunteers.  Gubrud Thomson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
Commissioner Thomson made a motion to approve the SOG modifications.  Commissioner Gubrud seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
Chair – Commissioner Thomson made a motion to appoint Commissioner Harmon the chair for 2019.  Commissioner Gubrud seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

Chief’s Report: 
· WSRB Class – Daryl Girnus will be having a discussion about the upcoming changes for 2019 at the college on January 25th.

· Kamloops Issue – Chief Berg has passed on the information to the HOA president to hopefully help them come to a resolution.

· Air Packs – They should be here by February 1st.  We are short a few air packs for the ladder truck.  Firefighter Bill Vervaart is going to see if he can get a grant from Andeavor/Marathon to cover those additional packs.  

· Fit Test – Firefighter Zimmerman fit tested everyone from both departments so we are ready when the air packs arrive.

· Training Fire – Was cancelled due to safety concerns.

· SOG Meeting – Is scheduled for January 29th.  Dinner will be provided.

· Banquet – February 23rd at Big Lake.
· Generator - We are back to needing to purchase a generator. The one that Chief Berg thought he could get for free, they have decided to keep.
· LODD – 83 firefighters were killed in the line of duty in 2018.
