Further to our numerous updates, we have provided you with our complete report involving the stolen tractor-trailer from Metro Truck Driving School Training Yard owned by Highway Access Inc.   The report is placed in the order in which our investigation took place.
SUMMARY OF INCIDENT
On June 15, 2009 at approximately 7:30 p.m., Weston driver Rhudar Singh parked his tractor and empty flatbed trailer in the Metro Truck yard located at 20 Trojan Court in Brampton, Ontario. The driver then went to his home at 225 Charles Drive in Brampton.  At approximately 2:15 a.m., he returned to the Metro yard and found his truck missing. 
The trailer was located on the same morning at approximately 7:30 a.m. in Bolton, Ontario.  The truck had not been located at this time.
The truck is a teal blue 1999 Highrise Freightliner with approximately 130,000 km. The serial number is 1FYKCSZBXJKA62352 and the plate number is 6741TL ON. The unit number is 013019.  It carries the striping package of Weston Carriers Flatbed on the side.  
Two days earlier, on June 13, 2009, four new tires were placed on the tractor at Speedo Tires and Lube LTD located at 1339 Khalsa Drive in Mississauga, Ontario. The tires were purchased for $1,000.00 before tax and were purchased under the business name of R.P. Logistics Incorporated.
Rhudar Singh is a contracted driver for Weston Owner/Operator Amandeep Singh Joki who is currently out of the country in India.  Mr. Joki’s currently owns a business under the name of Joki Highway Access Incorporated. 

Investigative Intel was immediately contacted and was instructed to conduct a thorough investigation into this matter.

INDUSTRIAL ROAD – BOLTON

The flatbed trailer was found in an industrial area on Industrial Drive in Bolton. We attended the location and found the trailer parked on the gravel shoulder on the east side of the street facing north. 

A satellite picture had been attached below (red circle indicates location of trailer):

The area is comprised of various tractors and trailers and is almost entirely industrial. Two Ontario Provincial Police officers were at the scene who informed us that the only information they had at this time was that the trailer was parked sometime between 2:30 a.m. and 7:30 a.m.

The red Weston trailer bore unit number 15156 and Ontario license plate number B53 63X. Strapping and a red tarp were the only items on the flatbed at the time.

According to Diamond Towing (905-951-1111), who was in charge of towing the trailer, 12 of the 20 tires were missing. Wheel nuts were also found missing. There did not appear to be any damage to the trailer.

After towing the trailer to 12393 Highway 50, a Diamond Towing yard behind a Shamrock gas station, we were informed that the trailer would be towed to Hopefield Trucking at 2278 Lakeshore Road West in Mississauga. Their contact number is 905-855-3906.

BOLTON INDUSTRIAL SEARCH

We conducted a fairly thorough search of the Bolton area, paying close attention to the industrial areas, in an attempt to locate the missing tractor. Approximately 2 km² around the location where the trailer was found was all industrial.   Various industrial areas were searched, however, we were unable to locate the truck.

We then departed from Bolton and attended the Metro Truck Yard. 

METRO TRUCK YARD INQUIRIES

Once again, this yard is located at 20 Trojan Court in Brampton and was the location where the truck in question was stolen. The entrance to the yard is located at the end of Trojan Court and is directly beside the entrance to another yard belonging to Day & Ross Inc. A satellite picture is attached below:

We attended Metro Trucking and spoke with a driving instructor who identified himself as ‘Dave’.  After inquiring about the security at the site, we learned that the gates to the yard are left open 24 hours per day and 7 days per week.   Metro instructors are present usually only from 5:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.  Truck drivers are the only other people present in the yard during the hours from 8:00 p.m. to 5:00 a.m. as they arrive back from their routes and drop off their trucks.  There are no security guards at the yard and no security cameras. According to Dave, the yard is well illuminated at night.

He also mentioned that he had heard rumours that a GPS unit was stolen from a Weston truck in the past.  The lights and grill from a Metro Truck had also been stolen, but he was not aware of the timeline as the truck had been “parked there for years”. Other than those two incidents, he was not aware of any other thefts in the area during his three years of employment at Metro.

The yard is surrounded by a chain link fence except for the northeast side, which has no fence and is lined by a train track. There were approximately thirty tractors and thirty passenger vehicles parked at the time of our attendance. The majority of the tractors were from CN, Weston, Metro and Day & Ross Inc.

DAY & ROSS INCORPORATED INQUIRIES

This business is located at 107 Summerlea Road in Brampton. The truck entrance is located at the end of Trojan Court, next to the Metro Truck Yard. There are multiple cameras visible in their yard, although none appeared to be pointed towards the Metro yard.

Inquiries were placed with the receptionist who directed us to Gerald, head of Safety and Compliance for the company.  He indicated that the cameras on the property were directed inside the Day & Ross yard, rather than towards the entrance and Trojan Court. After being placed on hold, Gerald informed us that no one had heard or seen anything suspicious on the night in question. 

Another employee, who overheard our conversation, also mentioned that he did not witness anything suspicious. He said that the day time drivers for Day & Ross use the Metro Yard, but no one uses it during the nighttime. The Day & Ross lot is active 24 hours per day and 7 days per week.

The contact number for Day & Ross is 905-799-6504.

RESIDENTIAL SPOT CHECKS 

We initially attended the location of three residential addresses; one belonging to the tractor driver, Rhudar Singh, and two belonging to the owner operator Amandeep Singh Joki.

Mr. Singh’s address located at 225 Charles Drive in Brampton is described as a two storey, brown brick, single detached house. The two garage doors were closed but windows on the second floor were open. A basketball net stood at the top of the driveway.

A picture of the residence is attached below:



There were three vehicles observed at the property: 

· A 2000 silver Mercury Cougar bearing license plate number ATGS 415 with an expiry date of August 2009
· A beige Jeep Grand Cherokee bearing license plate number AFVR 862 with an expiry date of April 2010

Parked on the road out front of the residence was another vehicle:

· An older beige Mercury Grand Marquis bearing license plate number AYUY 388 with an expiry date of August 2010

The owner operator, Amandeep Singh Joki, shows a primary address located at 164 Rubysilver Drive in Brampton.  The residence is described as a two storey, brown brick, single detached house in a middle to high income residential area.   A picture of this residence is provided below:




Parked on his driveway was:

· A white 2003 Cadillac Escalade EXT with license plate number JOKI 25.  The expiration date was listed as September 2009.

Another address found registered in his name was listed at 56 Sunnyvale Gate in Brampton.  The residence is described as a two storey, brown brick house with a double garage, in a middle income residential area.  A picture of the residence is provided below:



Parked in the driveway was: 

· A silver Chevrolet Cavalier bearing license plate number ASUT 864 with an expiry date of July 2009.


SPEEDO TIRES & LUBE LTD. - SPOT CHECK

We then attended the location where Mr. Rhudar had purchased the tires for the tractor – Speedo Tires & Lube Limited, located at 1339 Khalsa Drive in Mississauga.  The business is located at the rear of a building that houses many other businesses. The only signage visible from the road is a wooden sign pointing towards an alleyway.

Two employees were observed loading large tires into the rear of a white van. A large tractor was also parked in the area. Two security cameras were also seen pointing towards the alleyway and the open bay doors.   Attached is a picture of the area: 



No inquiries were placed at this time.

FURTHER BACKGROUND

After conducting the above investigation, further background information was developed at our office by way of lien and chattel searches (PPSA), vehicle and CVOR (Commercial Vehicle Operator Record) searches, and corporation searches.  

R.P. Logistics

We were able to determine that R.P. Logistics had a lien registered with the Royal Bank of Canada on June 7, 2006 for equipment as well as a 2002 Freightliner Columbia tractor. The V.I.N. on the truck was 1FUJARST154J02106.   The address of the company was shown as 225 Charles Drive, Brampton, Ontario, which was Mr. Rhudar’s address.  According to a corporation search this company shows a corporation number of 1506339 Ontario Inc.  The company was incorporated on February 3, 2004 and is currently listed as being active.  The above address was also confirmed on the corporation profile as the mailing address, however, another address of 89 Meandering Trail Drive, Brampton, Ontario, L7A 1T3 was listed for Mr. Rhudar Singh.  It should be noted that Mr. Rhudar Singh and Mr. Omar Singh were listed as directors of the company.  

NOTE:	It was later determined in our statement with Mr. Rhudar Singh that Omar Singh was his brother, who resides with him at the Charles address.

However, a lien search on Mr. Omar Singh determined a different address; 69 New Ark Way, Brampton, Ontario, L7A 2W9.  He has a lien registered against his 2003 Honda Accord with Honda Canada Finance.  No further information was noted.

After searching the V.I.N. of the truck through other known databases, we determined that this vehicle was sold to 2067837 Ontario Inc. on May 28, 2009.  Further information suggested the address of this company at 44 Westbridge Trail, Brampton, Ontario, L6V 3V3.  A driver’s license number or R.I.N. assigned to this company was 168-755-423.   

However, the vehicle’s lessee information suggested that GRT Transport Ltd., operating as Fleet 001, was the company in possession of the vehicle.  A driver’s license number or R.I.N. assigned to this company was 132-895-055.  The address for this company was listed as 528 Candlestick Circle, Mississauga, L4Z 0B3.  The license plate on this truck is 7859PE.  

2467837 Ontario Inc.

A lien search was conducted under this company’s name, however, no liens were noted.   A CVOR search under the company’s R.I.N. could not locate any further information.  A corporation search indicated that this currently active company was incorporated on March 22, 2005 by Balwinder Kamrih.    It should be noted that his name was also shown as Balwinder Singh Khakh.   He is the only officer, and therefore, president of the company.  The address was listed as 89 Westbridge Trail in Brampton.

A spot check was conducted at 58 Westbridge Trail in attempt to determine if the stolen vehicle might be present at this location.  The residence is described as a two Morey, brown brick home in a middle income neighbourhood. Parked in the driveway were three vehicles:
	
· A silver Ford Focus bearing license plate number ACRD 866 with an expiry date of August 2009
· A black Chevrolet sedan bearing license plate number AVRL 421
· A dark colored SUV bearing license plate number BANR 598

The truck in question was not observed at this location. 

GRT Transport Ltd.

A corporation search under the name GRT Transport identified an incorporation number of 1784839 Ontario Inc.  The company was incorporated recently on November 12, 2008.  Further information suggested that Gurpreet Singh was the director and president of the company, whose address was confirmed as 629 Candlestick Circle in Mississauga.

NOTE:	It was later determined through our interview with Mr. Rhudar Singh that Surpratha Singh was the name of his wife.  We did not inquire further information about this company at this time. 

It should be noted that a vehicle search was also conducted in her name, showing her as the owner of a black Honda at this address.  The interesting part is that this name is listed as being a “male” and not “female”.  Since no inquiries were placed with Mr. Rhudar at this time, we do not have an answer for this discrepancy.

A CVOR search under the number 164-895-055 confirmed the address at 528 Candlestick Circle in Mississauga.  This company’s safety violation rate is shown as 54% and “satisfactory”.  The company has experienced two “convictions with points”.

According to this search, Surpratha Singh has a class G license and no violations.  Under his/her insurance policy is another driver, Chinsa Singh Sohail (age 52).  Mr. Rhudar Singh was not listed under his/her policy.

No vehicles were found directly registered to “GRT Transport”.

A spot check was then conducted at 548 Candlestick Circle in Mississauga.  The residence is described as a two storey townhouse in a middle income neighbourhood. The complex was just recently completed and does not have any grass or driveways as of yet. Construction materials are strewn throughout the area.

Parked in front of the residence was:

· A white Freightliner delivery style truck bearing Ontario license plate number 199 4ML, showing an expiry date of December 2009.  Written on the side of the truck was “Sugar Supermarket – Indian and Canadian Groceries - 10252 Sherman North – 905-846-8477”

It should be noted that parked in front of the residence was:

· A black Honda sedan bearing Ontario license plate number BEDF 811.

Joki Highway Access Inc.

A PPSA Search on this company determined two liens in the company name:

1. An equipment lien in the amount of $71,000.00 with Little Bros. Leasing Limited.  It was registered on May 26, 2005.

2. A 2006 Mercedes Benz C280X registered with Daimler Chrysler Financial Services on April 12, 2006

The company’s address is shown at 178 Rubysilver Drive, Brampton, Ontario, L6P 1R1.  A PPSA search under the owner of the company’s name, Mr. Amandeep Singh Joki, showed the same two liens as well as another one from Nissan Canada registered on August 3, 2007 for his 2007 Nissan Altima, worth $27,4203.00.  It should be noted that his address listed at the time of this lien was 14 Browntree Road, Mississauga, Ontario, M9V 5H8.

A corporation search was conducted on this company as well.  The company was incorporated on May 19, 2004 under 2157134 Ontario Inc.  Mr. Joki is the registered agent and president of his company.  No other people were shown under the corporation profile.  His address at 178 Rubysilver Drive in Brampton was listed on this profile, however, another address of 17 Shining Gate, Brampton, Ontario, L6S 6J3 was also noted.

We conducted a spot check at 14 Browntree Road in Mississauga, Ontario.  The residence is described as a high-rise apartment building in a low to middle income neighbourhood.  Browntree Road contains three buildings; 1 Browntree Road, 3 Browntree Road and 5 Browntree Road. They all share the same vehicular entrance, which is manned by a security guard and gate.

The investigator entered the front door to check the directory board inside the main lobby and observed the name “JOKI A – 1642” listed.  No further information was developed.  A picture of the apartment building is provided below:


























INTERVIEW WITH RHUDAR SINGH

On Thursday, June 18, 2009, we traveled to Weston located on Highway 6 in Hagersville, Ontario to meet with and interview Mr. Rhudar Singh.  His demeanor was calm and he was quite co-operative in providing information to the investigator.  Numerous questions were asked of him, which eventually lead to a signed statement.  

Mr. Singh confirmed that he and his brother, Omar Singh, are the owners of R.P. Logistics Inc.  He no longer has any vehicles under the company name as he sold both of them; the 2000 Volvo was sold approximately 2 years ago, while the 2002 Freightliner was sold about one month ago, as suggested above.  

Mr. Singh always confirms with Mr. Joki prior to any maintenance being done on the truck, as Mr. Joki is the owner of the truck.  He has one set of keys and Mr. Joki has the other set.  However, he did not have the set of keys for the stolen truck at the time of the interview, as he left them at home.  It should be noted that he was co-operative and offered that he could produce the keys at anytime, even suggesting on this same date if we really needed to view them.

During our interview, he remained calm and did not appear to show any signs of being nervous.  He answered all of our questions in a normal tone/demeanor and did not hesitate or appear flustered.  However, it should be noted that when we informed him that the trailer was located on Industrial Road in Bolton, he mentioned that he had never delivered to Bolton and was unfamiliar with the area.  Yet, he was able to recall through social conversation at the Metro Trucking Yard on Sundays while washing his truck with other truckers, that Industrial Road was an area in Bolton where gravel trucks and dump trucks were located.  Mr. Singh also received a phone call on his cell phone during this interview, but the conversation was not heard.  After, when we were typing up his statement, he remained out of sight in the driver’s lounge.  It was unknown if he made any phone calls at this time.

Later, upon returning to the office, the interviewer was informed that the stolen truck had been located.  At this time, it is unknown if our interview had any bearing on the sudden appearance of the truck.

A copy of Mr. Singh’s signed statement as well as the statement he provided the police is provided in Appendix A.

On Friday, June 19, 2009, a day after this interview, we attended the Metro Trucking yard in order to determine if the GRT Transport Ltd truck, once owned by R.P. Logistics and Mr. Rhudar Singh, was parked in the lot.  If it was, then we would check the conditions of the tires to determine if they looked new, which might have suggested that could have been those of the stolen truck.  However, after a thorough search, the vehicle was not parked in the lot at this time.

We were instructed to close out the file as no further investigations were needed at this time.
