Holy Week is Here! 
 

Holy Week is my favorite week of the Liturgical Year so let me tell you just what 

you can experience this week: 
 

Palm Sunday (April 9th)-  We attend Mass and recall Jesus entering Jerusalem on a    

donkey with the people waving palms shouting “Hosanna!” Then things change for the Gos-

pel when we proclaim the Passion (suffering) and death of Christ and people are now shout-

ing for Christ to be crucified… At 3pm the same day we will have a  Penance Service at    

Sacred Heart with priests from around the deanery who can hear your confessions.  
 

Monday (April 10th)- Come with me to the 11am showing of the movie- “The Case for 

Christ.” (at Cinemark theater in Mansfield). This is an autobiographical story about           

Christian writer Lee Strobel. He was an avowed atheist who did not like his wife  becoming 

a Christian. As a journalist, he tried to prove that Christ never really existed, but ended up 

becoming a Christian himself. Anyone who comes to the movie this day can join me at 

Panera Bread afterwards to discuss it. Even if you do not come on Monday, please see it 

eventually and support movies about the Christian faith. 
 

Tuesday (April 11th)- Day of Grace- I will be at St. Joseph church from 9am until 

Noon hearing confessions. Then I will be at Sacred Heart church from 2pm until 6pm             

hearing confessions as well. This will be your last chance for the scheduled confessions both                   

parishes have before Easter! 
 

Wednesday (April 12th)- Chrism Mass- This Mass takes place at the cathedral in 

Toledo. The Holy Oils are blessed by the bishop and then people from all over the diocese 

take them back to their parishes. The priests of the diocese renew the promises they made at 

their  ordination as well. This takes place at 11am and lasts about 2 hours. It is a  beautiful 

Mass that I love to attend. 
 

Holy Thursday Mass (April 13th)- This marks the official end of Lent and the                

beginning of the Sacred Triduum (Holy Thursday, Good Friday, Easter Vigil). At this Mass, 

we celebrate the institution of the Eucharist at the Last Supper and the priest imitates Christ 

by washing the feet of parishioners. We will also have a procession with the Eucharist and 

end with  adoration. This Mass will take place at Sacred Heart at 6:30pm. 
 

Good Friday- April 14th – This marks one of only two days that the Catholic Church 

does not celebrate Mass (Holy Saturday morning is the other day). We will have the full 

Service at 3pm at Sacred Heart (reading of the Passion, Veneration of the Cross,                 

Communion). St. Joseph will have Stations of the Cross and Veneration of the Cross at 7pm. 

Christ’s sacrifice for our salvation is something always to be treasured. 
 

Easter Vigil Mass (April 15th)- This is the Mass when people come into full                                

communion with The Catholic Church. Unfortunately, we do not have anyone coming into 

the Church this year, but it is still a beautiful Mass that every Catholic should attend at least 

once in their lives.
