After the martyrdom of St. Mark, the Coptic Church enjoyed an almost unbroken p u :

century. As Christianity grew, the attempts to quash it became fierce. The Coptic is recognized as
having suffered one of the most violent waves of persecution in Christian history and thus our Coptic Calen-
dar commences at the beginning of the reign of Roman Emperor Diocletian at whose hands thousands of
Christians died.

The Coptic Synaxarium (a book that details the history of the saints, their miracles and other notable events)
and the Lives of Saints represents only a fraction of martyrs who died for the sake of Christ. The book is used
in the Liturgy to commemorate this history and provide a living example of saints who championed the faith.

Monasticism

One of the early and most prominent contributions of the Coptic Orthodox Church to Christianity is the
monastic life. St. Antony, known as the father of monasticism, was a Copt from Upper Egypt. His life was
recorded by St. Athanasius the Great, who was the 20th patriarch of the Coptic Orthodox Church and who
was an architect of the Nicene Creed, which is the foundation of Christian belief. The monastic order based
on principles of poverty, obedience and chastity, became the foundation from which many western orders are
based. Today the Coptic Monastic life is vibrant and there are over 33 monasteries and 6 convents in Egypt

and all around the world.

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During the month of August, we live a period of
fasting, bearing the name of the Holy Virgin, the
Mother of Light. We celebrate her feast on August
22nd (Mesori 16th). The Fast of St. Mary, the Feast
of the Holy Virgin, and talking about the Mother
of the Savior are all beloved subjects to the soul.
Even those who are not accustomed to observing all
the Church’s fasts, observe St. Mary’s Fast and may
even increase their asceticism during this period.
During this fast, the churches, especially the ones
bearing the name of the Holy Virgin, are all filled
with worshippers during the Divine Liturgies and at
the other services, which are held almost daily. They
thank God and glorify Him, Who was incarnate of
the Holy Virgin, for our salvation, and that He made
His mother a mother for all of us. When He was on
the cross, what Christ said to St. John the Beloved,
“Behold your mother,” is something that applies to
all those who follow in St. John’s footsteps. Like
St. John the Beloved, we also take the Holy Virgin
to dwell in our hearts and become a mother, who
cares for us and intercedes on our behalf before her

Beloved Son.

The intercession of the Virgin, the Mother of
Light, is an expression of her motherhood towards
us. When we salute the Ever-Virgin, the one full of
glory, the Mother of God, and Mother of Christ,
we call her, “the saint, and the faithful intercessor
of mankind.” We call her “the trustworthy saint
infront of our Lord Jesus Christ.” Our mother the
Virgin is the faithful and trustworthy intercessor.
With confidence and strong faith, we call unto her
saying, “lift up our prayers to your Beloved Son that
He may forgive us our sins...Ask the Lord on our

behalf to have mercy on our souls... Intercede for
infront of Christ.” Our confidence in the intercession
of the Holy Virgin, as a faithful and trustworthy
intercessor is dependent on two things:

'The Honor of the Holy Virgin:

The Holy Virgin received honor above the Cherubim
and Seraphim. When we ask her intercession, we also
remember her honor and call her, “the saint, full of
glory, the Ever-Virgin, the Mother of Christ, the
true Queen, the pride of mankind.” In the Sunday
Theotokia, we pray and say:

“You are more worthy than all the saints to ask on

our behalf, O, you full of grace.

You are more exalted than the Patriarchs and more

honored than the prophets.

Your petition is more special than the Cherubim

and Seraphim.

For you truly are the pride of our race and the
intercessor of our souls.

Intercede on our behalf before our Savior that He
may confirm us in the upright faith, and grant us
forgiveness of our sins, so we may win mercy through
your intercession.”

Words fail to express the honor and glory of the
Virgin, for she has heavenly glory and honor above
that of the Cherubim and Seraphim. With reverence,
mixed with inner joy, let us recall the words prayed
in the Sunday Theotokia:

“All the high names of the incorporeal creatures,
the thousands of angels and archangels, don’t reach
the greatness of your blessedness, O you, who is
surrounded by the glory of the Lord of Hosts.
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You are more luminous than the sun and brighter

than the Cherubim.

The Seraphim with six wings flutter joyfully around

you.

The glory of the angels and archangels, the radiance
of the sun, and brilliance of the Cherubim all dwindle
when compared to the glory of the Virgin, “who
is surrounded by the glory of the Lord of Hosts.”
Therefore, it is no wonder that the Cherubim with
six wings flutter joyfully around her.

“Your glory, O Mary, is higher than the heaven
and you are honored more than the earth and its
inhabitants, for truly you are the true path leading
to heaven.”

How can we reach heaven, except through the
incarnation of the Only Begotten Son from the Holy
Virgin? She is Jacob’s ladder, which joins heaven and
earth.

The Virgin Full of Glory is our Mother:

We call her “the pride of humanity”. She was born
similar to all of us, and like every human born of a
woman, she was in need of salvation from the bondage
to sin and death. Thus, in The Magnificat, she said,
“And my spirit has rejoiced in God my Savior.” (Luke
1:47) 'The Virgin Mary, who is surrounded by the
glory of the Lord of Hosts, has great glory because of
the glory of the Lord of Hosts. It is this glory, which
gives her boldness more than the Cherubim and

Seraphim, for she is the Queen sitting at the right
Hand of the Kings of kings and Lord of lords.

The glorious Holy Virgin, who has this great
boldness infront of the Lord of Hosts, knows our
sufferings, pains, and needs, because she is our
mother and member of our human race. This great
boldness, along with her true and deep knowledge
of the needs of the human race, makes the Virgin
the faithful and trustworthy intercessor of mankind
infront of our Creator, Lord, Savior, and King, Jesus

Christ.

The Virgin, the Mother of Light, intercedes for us
infornt of her Beloved Son to bestow upon us the
forgiveness of our sins. She intercedes that He may
show mercy towards us and confirm us in the upright

faith.
Our Mother, the Virgin, the faithful advocate and

trustworthy intercessor asks for our worldly needs. At
the Wedding at Cana of Galilee, she asked her Son
on behalf of the party-givers and told Him, “They
have no wine.” (John 2:3) The intercession of the
Virgin is wholesome for she asks for our spiritual, as
well as our material needs.

Many souls, like St. Mary of Egypt, were attracted
to the life of holiness and righteousness through
the intercession of the Virgin. Many, who were ill,
needy, suffering, or imprisoned, were saved by her
intercession. We recall that at the miracle of moving
the Mountain of El-Mokatam, her intercession saved
the Copts from annihilation during the days of the
Fatimid caliph, Al-Moizz Ledean Allah. We also
remember the many miracles that accompanied her
apparition at the domes of her church in Zeitoun,

Egypt.

On a daily basis, we feel the powerful intercession
of the Virgin in our lives, in our pastoral ministry,
and in serving the needy and suffering. Indeed, those
who deny the intercession of the Virgin are poor
souls, who deprive themselves of her motherhood.

As for us, the unworthy, we rejoice because of our
Mother and joyfully say, “You are more worthy than
all the saints to ask for us, O you, who is full of grace.”

O, Virgin Mary, Mother of God, the faithful

intercessor of the human race, intercede for us infront
of Christ, Whom you have born, that He may bestow
upon us the forgiveness of our sins.

Lift up our prayers to your Beloved Son.
Ask the Lord to show mercy towards our souls.

Intercede for us infront of our Savior that He may
confirm us in the upright faith.

Intercede for every sinner that he may repent and
return to God.

Intercede for every needy and suffering person that

God may fulfill his or her needs.

Intercede for every soul walking in darkness that
he may see the True Light, Whom you gave birth to,
and believe in Him.

Intercede for the whole world.

May the intercessions of the Holy Virgin be with
us all and may we always be blessed by the care and

motherhood of the Mother of Light.
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60D HONORS YOUTH

God created man to live in this world for-
ever using his or her complete energy, as if
he or she is a youth. | do not believe that it
was in the divine plan for man to grow old
and die. We can say that He honors youth-
fulness. The Psalmist offers a sacrifice of
thanksgiving to God, saying, “Who satis-
fles your mouth with good things, so that
your youth is renewed like the eagle’s.” (Ps.
403:5).

St. Paul advises his disciple, St. Timothy,
the young bishop, to deal with the “younger
men as brothers.” (1 Tim 5:1) and respect
their personalities and thoughts.

GOD WANTS CHEERFUL YOUTH WHO CHAL-
LENGE ALL CIRCUMSTANCES

Youth are gifted with vibrant energy. They
almost hope to be successful in all aspects
of life. St. John in his old age reveals to the
youth their ability in the Victorious Lord,
Jesus Christ. He wrote, “I have written to
you, young men, because you are strong,
and the word of God abides in you, and
you have overcome the wicked one.” (I Jn.
2:14). They are called to challenge the wick-
ed world, sin, Satan and even death. Noth-
ing and no one can overcome them.

Solomon, the wise and experienced man,
asked youth to be cheerful as a sign of their
victory. He says, “Rejoice, O young man, in
your youth, and let your heart cheer you in

the days of your youth; walk in the ways of
your heart, and in the sight of your eyes; but
know that for all these God will bring you
into judgment.” (Eccl. 11:9).

The young deacon, St. Stephen chal-
lenged the hatred of those who judged him.
Through his open heart full with love, his
face shone as an angel of God. St. Luke re-
lates: “And all who sat in the council, looking
steadfastly at him, saw his face as the face
of an angel.” (Acts 6:1).

Through the spirit of victory, SS. Paul and
Silas considered themselves in heaven
while they were wounded and chained in
the dark inner prison. “But at midnight Paul
and Silas were praying and singing hymns
to God, and the prisoners were listening to
them”. (Acts 16:2). This victorious spirit over-
came the keeper of the prison who didn'’t
what he would say to the statesmen, but in
braveness, “when he had brought them into
his house, he set food before them; and he
rejoiced, having believed in God with all his
household.”

YOUTHS’ ROLE IN THE KINGDOM OF GOD

In the Old Testament, God reveals the
role of all members of the Church in the
New Testament, especially youth. He said,
“And it shall come to pass afterward that |
will pour out My Spirit on all flesh; your sons
and your daughters shall prophesy, your old
men shall dream dreams, your young men
shall see visions.” (Joel 2:28). This proph-
ecy was fulfilled on the day of the Pente-
cost. St. Peter also referred to this prophecy
(Acts 2:17).

PIETY AND KNOWLEDGE IN THE LIVES OF
THE YOUTH

David, the King of Israel, presents his ex-
perience of success as a youth by meditat-
ing on the word of God, that guides him in
the real way of piety. He says, “How can
a young man cleanse his way? By taking
heed according to Your word.” (Ps. 119:9).
His son, King Solomon, states that God
can satisfy the needs of youths to knowl-
edge. “To give prudence to the simple, to
the young man knowledge and discretion.”
(Prov. 1:4).

LIVING YOUTH

Once a little lady said to me that a young
person deceived her. She discovered that
he deceived many others as well. When
she blamed him, he said to her that for him
it is the real life, and he used to repeat that
he wouldn’t die at all. His words reveal his
hidden fear of death that will prevent him
from realizing his carnal lusts. The Lord Je-
sus Christ wants every youth to have the
experience of the daily risen life. St. Luke
says, “Then He came and touched the open
coffin, and those who carried him stood still.
And He said, ‘Young man, | say to you,
arise.” (Luke 7:14).

YOUTH AND LEADERSHIP

God created man to be a leader with great

authority. Concerning the creation of the first
man, who surely was young, “God said, ‘Let
Us make man in Our image, according to
Our likeness; let them have dominion over
the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air,
and over the cattle, over all the earth and
over every creeping thing that creeps on the
earth.” (Gen. 1:26).

Then, God blessed Adam and Eve, who
were youth, and said to them, “Be fruitful
and multiply; fill the earth and subdue it;
have dominion over the fish of the sea, over
the birds of the air, and over every living
thing that moves on the earth. “ (Gen. 1:28).

St. Paul encouraged his young disciple,
Timothy, saying, “Let no one despise your
youth, but be an example to the believers in
word, in conduct, in love, in spirit, in faith, in
purity.” (1 Tim. 4:12).

Now, we hope that all believers become
young through the constant renewal of their
nature, by the work of the Holy Spirit. They
should never suffer from insecurity, weak-
ness or senility, but always enjoy fresh
youthfulness.

The message of the Church can be sum-
marized in creating the feeling of the spiritu-
al youthfulness, that is to be always joyful in
the Lord, challenges the wicked world, sin,
Satan and even death. Every member has
his own role in the kingdom of God on earth
as ambassador of Christ. He or she should
become a successful leader without being
effected by others. Aleader never complains
of peer pressure, but guides others in the
royal way. He is ambitious to be successful
in all aspects of his life. He is always grow-
ing and progressing in his affairs. He enjoys
life and attains new daily experiences and
knowledge.

On this day, was the assumption of the
body of our pure Lady St. Mary, the Mother
of God. While she was keeping vigil, pray-
ing in the Holy Sepulchre, and waiting for
the happy minute of her liberation from the
bonds of the flesh, the Holy Spirit informed
her of her forthcoming departure from this
vain world. When the time drew near, the
disciples and the virgins of the Mt. of Olives
(Zeiton) came and the Lady was lying on her
bed. Our Lord, surrounded by thousands
and thousands of angels, came to Her. He
consoled her, and announced her with the
everlasting joy, which was prepared for Her.
She was happy, and she stretched out her
hands, blessed the Disciples, and the Virgins.
Then, she delivered up her pure soul in the
hand of her Son and God, Jesus Christ, Who
ascended her to the higher habitations. As
of the pure body, they shrouded it and car-
ried it to Gethsemane.

On their way, some of the Jews blocked
the way in the face of the disciples to pre-
vent the burial. One of them seized the cof-
fin. His hands were separated from his body,
and remained hanging until he believed and
repented for his mischievous deed. With the
prayers of the holy disciples, his hands were
reattached to his body as they had been be-
fore.

St. Thomas was absent at the time of St.
Mary’'s departure, but he came after the
burial. On his way back to Jerusalem, St.
Thomas saw angels carrying St. Mary’s pure

body and ascending with it to h ave'rqu
one of the angels said to him, “Hur d
kiss the pure body of St. Mary.” When he
arrived to the disciples, they informed him
about St. Mary’s departure. He told them, “I
will not believe, unless | see her body, as you
all know how | did doubt the Resurrection of
our Lord Jesus Christ before.” They took him
to the tomb, to uncover the body but they
did not find it, and they were perplexed and
amazed. St. Thomas told them how he saw
the pure body ascending to heaven, carried
by angels.

The Holy Spirit then told them, “The Lord
did not Will to leave Her Holy body on earth.”
The Lord had promised his pure apostles
that they would see her in flesh another
time. They were waiting for the fulfillment
of this truthful promise, until the sixteenth
day of the month of Misra, when the prom-
ise of seeing her was fulfilled. They saw her
sitting on the right hand of her Son and her
Lord, surrounded by the angelic Host, as Da-
vid prophesied and said, “At your right hand
stands the queen.” (Psalm 45:9) St. Mary’s life
on earth was sixty years. She spent twelve
years of them in the temple, thirty years in
the house of the righteous St. Joseph, and
fourteen years in the care of St. John the
Evangelist, as the Lord commanded her say-
ing, “Woman behold your Son,” and to St.
John, “Behold your Mother.”

May Her intercession be with us. Amen.
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«Therefore we also...are surrounded by so great a cloud
of witnesses» (Hebrews 12:1). This great cloud of wit-
nesses which are the saints are watching us, feeling what
we feel, they hear our prayers and they offer our prayers
as incense before the Lord.

In our church, we have six types of Orthodox heroes:
the Repentants, the Saints, the Monks and Nuns, the
Evangelists, the Scholars, and the Martyrs.

THE REPENTANTS - The Repentants are examples of
saints who led very sinful lives, and then later repented
from their sinful ways to spend the rest of their lives in
purity and holiness. Examples of repentant saints are: St
Augustine, St Mary the Egyptian, St Moses the Black,
and St Thais.

THE SAINTS - This category is the largest because it
consists of both married and celibate saints. The word
Saint means <consecrated to the Lord>. Everyone anoint-
ed with the holy Myron, is consecrated to be a saint and
the function of the Holy Spirit is to sanctify the human
being. We consider this category to be the largest cat-
egory because there are so many of these beautiful saints
whom we do not know now, but we will meet them and
know them in heaven.

THE MONKS AND NUNS - Examples of saints who
were Monks and Nuns are: St Anthony, St Demiana, St
Bishoy, St Marina the Ascetic, St Macarius, and St Sar-
ah.THE EVANGELISTS - Not only is the Coptic church
the Mother of Monasticism, but she evangelised Egypt
and beyond. She evangelised North Africa, Sudan, and
Ethiopia through Bishop Ebromentios, who was or-
dained by Pope Athanasius. She evangelised India and
Asia Minor through St Clement, she evangelised Swit-
zerland through St Maurice of Egypt, and she evange-
lised Ireland through eight Coptic monks.

SCHOLARS AND THEOLOGIANS - Examples of
saints who were Scholars and Theologians are: St Atha-
nasius, St Dioscorus, St Timothy and Pantinus.

THE MARTYRS - Examples of saints who were Mar-
tyrs are: St George, St Marina, St Mina, St Barbara, Abu
Sefain, St Rebecca (Refka), St Abanoub, St Demiana,
and St Keriakous.

Having now read about these saints, what is required
of me??

+ Repent + Perfect + Study + Witness...

We must REPENT with the Repentants, PERFECT our-
selves with the Saints of the church, we must STUDY
with the Scholars, and we must WITNESS with the Mar-
tyrs. This is the Christian Orthodox way of life?

Start by repenting from your sins? After regretting and
repenting from your sins, you can proceed positively to
sanctification in order to be perfect, because in this way,
you are following in the footsteps of the saints. There-
fore, we must take care of our senses, our deeds, and
our way in order to be saints.? Then we must study the
Bible, and read a lot about church topics.

We must know our church doctrines and rituals, the his-
tory of the church, the stories of saints, and we must also
study the different currents and philosophies around us.
We are the sons and daughters of the most prominent
scholars in the world and in Christendom; we are the
children of St Athanasius, who at the age of eighteen,
wrote the book <The Incarnation of the Logos>. There-
fore we must probe deeper into the Bible and into church
topics.?

Lastly, we must witness with the Martyrs. These Mar-
tyrs witnessed for the Lord with their blood, but we must
witness by offering a good Christian example among
our friends and colleagues. It is very important to wit-
ness for the Lord in the society. Witnessing is a kind of
martyrdom, because at times people may mock us for
being Christian, but we must be strong enough and pow-
erful enough and brave enough to stand fast in what is
right and direct people against doing wrong. We must be
strong, convinced witnesses for the Lord.

«Now therefore, you are no longer strangers and for-
eigners, but fellow citizens with the saints, and of the
household of God and have been built on the foundation
of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ Himself being
the chief corner stone, in whom the whole building be-
ing joint together grows into a holy temple in the Lord,
in whom you also are being built together for a habita-
tion of God in the Spirit» (Ephesians 2:19-22)
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1. We ought to pray, not according to
any bodily habit nor with a habit of loud
noise nor out of a custom of silence or on
bended knees. But we ought soberly to have
an attentive mind, waiting expectantly on
God until He comes and visits the soul by
means of all of its openings and its paths
and senses. And so we should be silent
when we ought, and to pray with a cry,
just as long as the mind is concentrated on
God. For as when the body does any task,
it is completely occupied with the work and
all its members help one another, so also
the soul should be totally concentrated on
asking and on a loving movement toward
the Lord, not wandering and dispersed by
its thoughts but with concentration waiting
expectantly for Christ.

2. And thus He will enlighten, teaching
one how to ask, giving pure prayer that
is spiritual and worthy of God and
bestowing the gift of worship “in spirit
and in truth” (Jn 4:24). Take the example
of a businessman. He is not content with
only one way of making a profit, but he
ambitiously stretches out in all directions
to increase and multiply his profits. He tries
one technique after the other and then runs
still to something else, cautious only that
he not incur a loss. So also let us develop

-

in our souls versatility and expertise in
order to obtain the genuine and great gain,
namely, God, Who teaches us how truly to
pray. In this way the Lord finds rest in the
well-intended soul, making it a throne of
glory, and He sits on it and takes His rest.
In a similar way with the Prophet Ezekiel
we heard about the spiritual animals tied to
the chariot of the Lord. He presents them
to us as eyes all over. In a similar way also
is the soul that carries God, or rather that is
carried by God: it becomes all eyes.

3. And just as a house that has its master
at home shows forth an abundance of
orderliness, and beauty and harmony, so
too is the person who has his Lord abiding
with him. He is full of every beauty and
uprightness. He has the Lord with his
spiritual treasures inhabiting within and as
his charioteer. But woe to the house whose
master is absent, whose lord is not there.
It is desolate, run down, full of dirt and
disorder. There, as the Prophet says, “sirens



and demons” dwell (Is 3 4:13 — 14). For in the deserted house cats
1 dogs and all sorts of dirt take over. Woe to the person that does
get up after he has seriously fallen and that has within himself
those who convince him and compel him to live as an enemy to his
very own Spouse. They eagerly seek to corrupt his thoughts away
from Christ.

4. But when the Lord sees that to the best of his power a person
recollects himself, always seeking the Lord night and day as he
cries out to him, just as he commanded “to pray incessantly in
everything” (I Thes 5:17), He will “avenge” him, as He promised
(Lk 18:7), cleansing him from the evil within himself. And He will
“present him unto Himself,” a bride “without blemish and without

spot” (Eph 5:27).

If, then, you believe these things to be true, as indeed they are,
look to yourself to see whether your soul has found its guiding light
and the genuine meat and drink which is the Lord. If you have not,
seek night and day in order to receive. When you see the sun, seek
the true sun. For you are blind. When you gaze on a light, look
into your soul to see whether you have found the true and good
light. For all the visible things of the senses are but a shadow of the
true realities of the soul. For there is another man within, beyond
the sensible one. And there are other eyes within, which Satan has

blinded, and ears which he has rendered deaf.

And Jesus has come to make this inner man healthy. To whom be
glory and power with the Father and Holy Spirit forever. Amen.
