Dear Members of Friends of Bethel and Trinity UMC, 
I would like to take this opportunity to bring you up to 
date on a few facts about the 2018 Summer Childrenôs 
MusicalðMusic Machine.  This year we begin at 9 AM 
on Monday, July 9 and perform at 10:30 AM on     
Sunday July 15.  Through the years, we have set this 
event at various timesðmostly in the month of         
August.  However, there are always a lot of grade 
school students who are away for a final vacation right 
before school begins.  And, in addition, we have had 
some difficulties with conflicts between our practice 
week and the State Fair.  Therefore, I decided this 
year to set the middle of July as our Musical Week.  
Soðif you have been thinking we will not be together 
until August, please update your calendar.   (And I do 
want to remind you that if you canôt be here a couple 

of rehearsal days, donôt think that will remove you from participation.  Every year 
we have people who canôt get here every day yet end up as real assets to our 
production.) 

This MusicalðMusic Machineðis one we have performed here before 
and it is one of my favorites.  It is, in fact, the first musical Rhoda and I ever 
worked on.  We did it for the first time at Lockhart, Texas in the summer of 1982.  
And I have directed it at least 7 additional times since.  It is a beautiful, music 
driven performance with choreography and stage-craft for everyone.  Just about 
every song is created as a solo with chorus back-up.  There should be solos for 
everyone who wants one. 

As to ageðALL children of the church are invited.  Traditionally, our 
church musical has welcomed students from those around kindergarten age to 
those who just finished grade 8.  But recently we have begun to welcome back 
some high school students for cameo roles.  And Music Machine features an   
onstage adult character named the Conductor who choreographs the action.  
That has been my traditional part, but I really would enjoy giving that over to an 
older student this year. 

Finally, this is a great year for me.  It appears all 5 of my grandchildren will 
be staying with us and joining in our performance.  That makes this very          
Important to me.  So, I am asking youðPLEASE SING WITH US.  It is a good 
date, a great show and a lot of fun.  Every year we have a great time with the 
musical.  Letôs make it another fabulous year.
