It is impossible to understand the Bible, Christian living, the structure of the church or our own
relationship with God without understanding the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit is not an “it.” The
Holy Spirit is a person. The Bible says that He is not something. He is Someone. He is God.

To understand this better, let’s talk about the Trinity. There are three persons in the Trinity God
the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit. Christians do not worship multiple gods. God
the Son, or Jesus Christ, was God in human form. The Holy Spirit lives inside us when we accept
Christ and helps us grow closer to God.

The moment we receive Christ as Savior, the Holy Spirit comes to live in our hearts. The Bible
teaches that the Holy Spirit is all-powerful and present everywhere. The Holy Spirit teaches us
and takes us deeper into God’s truth as we go along in our Christian life.

There is not a person anywhere who can be a Christian without the Holy Spirit. There is not a
person who can follow Christ without the help of the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit sees
everything that goes on.

How Does the Holy Spirit Work?
First, the Holy Spirit convicts us of our sin.

“And when He has come, He will convict the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of
judgment” (John 16:8). He uses a mother’s prayers, or a tragic experience, or a pastor’s sermon,
or some other experience to convict us of sin and of our need to give our lives to Jesus Christ. He
points to us and says, “You are a sinner.

PARISH COUNCIL CORNER

This month we continue to learn more about our
beautiful church and the icons found within the
sanctuary. An icon is a painting or a picture that
represents Jesus, St. Mary, saints, or any biblical
scene. Every Armenian church contains many sacred
paintings that decorate the internal part of the
sanctuary. These paintings are not merely for beauty,
but they have the role to connect the faithful with the
heavenly realities. Beginning in the eighth century, the
Armenian Church formed a cannon to bless icons with
Holy Muron.

As we enter St. Mary Armenian Church in Yettem and
when we are sitting and standing facing the Holy
Altar, our eyes quickly focus on the stained glass and
paintings that adorn the main altar. Like in every
Armenian Church, directly above the Holy Altar is a
picture of the Madonna and Christ Child. This
beautiful piece of stained glass was originally gifted
by the Armen and Araxie Menendian Family in
memory of their parents and consecrated by His
Eminence Archbishop Vatche Hovsepian on February
20, 1977. This piece replaced a painting of Mother
Mary and Christ Jesus that graced the altar from 1947
that was donated in memory of a Reverend Father
Khachig and Yeretsgin Serpouji Krouzian and family
and is painted and signed by artist Krouzian. The
original painting was moved to the back wall of the
sanctuary and is used when we hold services at our
outside altar.

On the front face of the Holy Altar, is another stained
glass piece depicting the Last Supper. This work of art
was donated by Sark and Sylvia Davidian to cover the
previous blank area and consecrated at the same time.
A light box was constructed, installed, and donated by
Pete and Marilynn Zerounian to illuminate the Last
Supper from the front side.

In 2015, Parish Council Chairman Chuck Simonian
and the Parish Council spearheaded a project to
enhance the two stained glass paintings on the altar
with LED back lighting. The pain-staking job of
removing each piece of cut glass from the original
wood backing was done by John Joy Art Glass
Studios in Scotts Valley California. Each piece was
then affixed to a tempered glass sheet that was
carefully framed and remounted in their original
places. The reconstruction of the pieces was
graciously funded by the children of the original
donors. Our thanks to Mari Louise, Laurie and David
Menendian and Charlie, Sark Jr. and Margie Davidian
for their generosity.

In future months we will explore even more icons
within our church.

Once again, our church property suffered damages
early morning Saturday, May 14" when an
intoxicated driver ran through the stop sign at Road
144 at 384 and into our cyclone fence. After coming
through the fence and running over the concrete
barrier, the car came to rest at the mulberry tree that
has been hit numerous times before. This tree may
have to now be removed. Repairs to just the fence
have been running about $1000 each time. Our
insurance deductible is $1000.

The repairs for the damages to the stairs and the
railing from the February 5" incident are still
underway. During that daytime accident over $7000
in covered and uncovered damages incurred.
Damages to the shrubs and lawn are not covered.
We paid the $1000 deductible out of the general
fund and $5750 was received to cover the repair
costs to our structure.

Your Parish Council has previously worked with
Tulare County agencies and Caltrans. After this
latest incident, we have formally requested in
writing additional safety measures to be considered
by the State.

We don’t like to hear that, but without conviction, we could never have our sins forgiven, we
could never be saved and we could never go to Heaven.

Second, the Holy Spirit gives new life. The Bible says that we are dead in our sins (Ephesians
2:1). Our spirit within us, made in the image of God, is dead toward God. Mankind needs life.
Yet, we have all sinned and, therefore, are dead toward God.

The Holy Spirit, however, gives us new life in Jesus Christ. Jesus said, “No one can see the
Kingdom of God unless they are born again” (John 3:3).

But how is someone born again? What does that mean? The Holy Spirit is the one who makes
you born again; it is a supernatural act. It isn’t the good things we’ve done, but God’s mercy
through the Holy Spirit that saves us (Titus 3:5). All we have to do is accept the free gift of
salvation by accepting Christ.

Third, the Holy Spirit lives in us. As you read this, you may realize that you are spiritually dead,
but God says, “I will put my Spirit in you. I will come to live in you.”

That’s the reason we should never take anything unclean into our bodies. That’s the reason we
should discipline our bodies. God loves your body. He doesn’t want it polluted by fleshly lusts or
harmful substances. The Bible says, “Don’t you know that you yourselves are God’s temple and
that God’s Spirit dwells in your midst?” (1 Corinthians 3:16).

Fourth, The Holy Spirit gives you power to serve Christ. “’You will receive power when the Holy
Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses” (Acts 1:8). Christ is coming back again, and
He is ready to come into your heart by the Holy Spirit and make you a new person. Will you
accept Christ as your Savior?
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
