Dec 11-St. Damasus I-St. Pope Damasus I,
learned and well versed in scripture, commissioned
St. Jerome to translate the Scriptures into Latin.
The patron saint of archeologists, Damasus restored
the catacombs, shrines and tombs of the martyrs.
Dec 12-Our Lady of Guadalupe—Our Lady of
Guadalupe appeared to St. Juan Diego in 1531 in
Mexico as the pregnant Mother of God. She left a
Miraculous Image of her appearance on his cactus
fiber cloak which still exists today.
