Newspaper Format:  

You may create a print or an electronic newspaper.  If you decide to create a print 

newspaper there are several templates that you can use attached here (or you can 

create your own). To submit – you may scan the paper or take a photo and email it 

to me. Make sure the photo captures the entire front page of your newspaper.  If you

create an electronic newspaper, you may use Google Slides, PowerPoint, Word or 

any other format. Remember – your newspaper should also have an attractive 

name! Your stories should also be dated to reflect the historic event.  If you decide to 

make a printed newspaper – PLEASE do not go out to get supplies, use what you 

have at home.

Scoring Rubric:  

Your newspaper will count as a test grade. 

Organization, spelling, writing, and the amount of detail all count. Points will be 

given per event / topic reported. Points will be given for each illustration and 

caption, and points will be given for any advertisement. (Remember, advertisements 

need to focus on items sold or needed during colonial times). Your newspaper must 

have a minimum of 2 separate news articles, 1 illustration, and 1 advertisement . 

You may include more than the minimum. 

Sources:  

Topics may include any historic event viewed on Liberty’s Kids or online resources. 

You must provide the source from where you get your information.
