6 Carrots, diced
4 cups Kale, chopped (or green cabbage)

1 15-0z can low-sodium black beansgdrain and rinse

In large pan, sauté onions in olive oil over mediurhigh heat for 5 minutes Mix in red peppers and carrots and
cook for 10 additional minutes. Pour in tomatoes, and cook until mixture thickens, at least 10 minutes. Add

beans, kale and seasonings, and cook for two minutes, or until kale is tender. Mix in zucchini, quinoa, and
water. Bring to boil and simmer over medium heat for 20 minutes. Yield: 12 cupg — 3-cup servings 360 cal.

1 15-0z can diced Tomatoes
6 cups Vegetable Broth lowsodium
2 cups Water
2 cups Red Lentils
1 14-0z can Garbanzo Beans, drain and rinse

Add the onions, carrots, and celery and sauté until tenderabout 5 minutes. Add the garlic, coriander, auin,
turmeric, paprika, cinnamon, and continue cooking for another-3 minutes. Add the broth, water, tomatoes,
garbanzo beans and lentils. Stir well and heat to a boil. Simmer uncovered on low heat for aboutZZminutes

or unit the lentils are tender.

Chop parsley and cilantro. Remove pot from heat source, and use an immersion blender to partially blend soifge
of the soup, for a thicker consistency. Stir in the lemon juice, red pepper flakes, parsley and cilantro, cover a
