Almost three months have elapsed
gince this man came to Galena and
. during that time he has healed over

‘. 3 thousand people and converted more

than 800. When Rev. Parham first
began to atiract attention he was
holding services in a large tent, and
soon the streets in that vicinity were

crowded nip;h't!y with people who were
anxious to seo and hear tho wonder-
ful man who was healing the sick,
the maimed and the blind without
money and without “price. When it
was found that the tent was utterly
inadequate to accomodate the crowd
who assembled alarge doulle store-

. room that would shelter 2,000 people

was procured, a platform was buill at
one end, stoves were set up, rough
pine boards were installed to be used
as seals, Here for the past six weeks
Parham has preached to crowded
houses, and the interest shows no
sign of abatement. In this rude tem-
ple cures that are looked upon almost
in the light of miracles have been
performed. During the services tiiere
have been as high as 50 peuple at
the altar at one time seecking fo be
restored in soul or body. Here peu-
ple who have not walked for years
without the aid of cruteches have ris-
en from the altar with their limbs so
straightened that they were enabled
to lay aside their crutches, to the as-
tonishment of the audience,

Rev. Parham is a slightly Duile,
spare man, exbremely delicate look-
ing, in fact, he has said that he was
an invalid and badly crippled until he
was healed through prayer. His face
is pale and earnest looking, while
masses of brown hair cover his re.
markably shaped head. Parham is
the possessor of such a wonderful
personality that some have accused
him of hypnotizing his followers. Oth-
ers go 8o far as to term him a fanat-
ic, but all, regardless of sect or prej-
udices, agree that he has brought a-
bout conditions that were never be-
fore witnessed in this part of the
country.
