CC Clinic held 45 patient clinic sessions from July 2016-December 2017.  In 2017 we added a half day 

Friday to our two Saturdays (one full day and one half day) schedule. We were able to maintain that three-

day-a-month schedule for nine of the 12 months.  This meant 56 more patient appointments were added in 

2017 - a blessing to our patients! 

As of December 2017, the waiting list has grown to more than 304 patients for whom CC Clinic is their only 

access to dental care. We are quoting 7-9 months for patients with the most severe dental needs and over 2 

years for less critical dental needs.  What a heartbreaking situation--and an opportunity to see what God will 

do in His mercy as we strive to increase patient care hours.  CC Clinicôs leadership and Prayer Team are 

praying that God brings us the crucial staff and volunteers to realize our goal of patient care one day per 

week by November 2018.

In October of 2017 God provided another answer to prayer when Kathy Secrist hired Karen Martino as Clinic 

Administrator (CA).  It was always a goal for CC Clinic to have a CA to assist the Executive 

Director (ED) in running Compassion Community Clinic. Originally the CA position was a 

volunteer role, but the Board decided in 2017 to make it a part-time paid position due to the 

critical need for consistent office support to the ED. 

 

Karen comes to the clinic with 25+ years of clerical experience in various fields.  She feels 

blessed to have two daughters and one grandson.  She is active in her church and loves helping 

others.  In her "down time" she loves to read mystery/detective novels as well as crochet. 

As the CA, Karen has taken on the patient piece of Kathyôs job.  This will allow Kathy time to 

reach out to more churches and community organizations.

Communication is key to Compassion Community Clinicôs sustainability and growth.  CC Clinic has more 

than 485 Facebook ñlikesò, up 128 from June 2016.  We are thankful to have gained that many friends and 

hope that everyone will continue to like and share our posts to the world!  We are seeking a volunteer 

Communication Specialist, who will push us forward in the social media arena.  CC Clinic is blessed to have 

a skilled Webmaster, Rodrigo Garcia, who volunteers his time to keep our page fresh and inviting.

Our patients often have multiple teeth that need care.  Usually their care 

starts with one or more extractions to get them out of pain and then 1-8 

months later, we can get them rescheduled - allowing us to focus on the 

decay in their teeth caused by cavities.  Our dental professionals try to focus 

on 1-2 quadrants each visit which equates to 2-4 appointments per patient.   

Medication side effects and the inability to pay for dental care and hygiene 

appointments often create major dental issues over time.  People in this 

situation often resort to seeking care at local emergency departments or 

urgent cares for antibiotics and pain medication.  This emergent care 

usually provides only temporary relief, which is only a band-aid until the 

underlying dental issue is resolved.  

Patient comments from the satisfaction surveys are shown at the bottom of each page of this report.  These 

surveys are completed by each patient at the end of their appointment.  Despite the long wait for their 

appointment, they continue to give CC Clinic top ratings.  Often the patients thank God for us, which is a 

witness to the love for Christ they see in our staff and volunteers. Our patients are so incredibly grateful for 

Compassion Community Clinic. They are all hopeful that we can add more hours to our patient care which will 

enable CC Clinic to care for more people each month. 

This year weôve added an opportunity for patients to write thank you cards to our donors and volunteers. One 

patient note says:

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encouragement, perhaps even hold their hand to help them through their appointment. This piece is what 

often gets high blood pressures down and nerves calmed in order for our dental professionals to provide 

care.  We believe that God is pleased when we can share His love in this way! 

 
 

The data collected above shows the diversity of patients we see every month.  Ages 18 to 81, adults from low-

income backgrounds to those who might have been lawyers to high-end executives in their earlier years.  We 

have such an amazing opportunity to show Godôs love through prayer offered over the phone, to prayers from 

our Prayer Team before clinics, to prayers in person while they 

are at Compassion Community Clinic for their dental care. 

Our Prayer Team prays for each patient by first name prior to 

each clinic care session. Often our patients are very uneasy to 

be receiving dental care--sometimes for the first time in 

decades, or in their entire life. A trained Prayer Partner greets 

each patient with a kind smile and an attitude that affirms 

their dignity.  While patients are in the reception room, the 

Prayer Partner assists with the patientôs admission paperwork 

while conversing and offering prayer.  This helps the patient 

relax and feel welcome.  Sometimes a Prayer Partner will sit 

near a patient in the operatory to offer calming

Prayer is at the forefront of everything we do at CC Clinic.  In 

addition to the email before a clinic care session, we ask that 

the Prayer Team pray for specific upcoming events, 

operational/governance needs, our volunteers and staff. 

Lately, a prayer priority has been filling the volunteer 

positions for upcoming patient care sessions.  Sadly, weôve 

had several professional dental volunteers move out of state or 

resign for health/job reasons. Some patient care sessions have 

been short-staffed forcing us to reduce the number of 

appointments on those days.  

The pictures on this page show that from our morning huddle 

(at top), to our Prayer Partners praying over our patients and 

guests in the reception area (middle photo), to our patients 

praying over us (at bottom), we know that without God this 

dental ministry would not be here. We rely fully on Him for 

our daily operational decisions and our Board governance 

decisions.  He has been faithful to sustain CC Clinic. 

We are thankful to have 33 compassionate volunteers that 

serve on our Prayer Team and for the nine who serve as 

Prayer Partners to our patients. They have committed to keep 

CC Clinic in front of God in prayer.  What an incredible 

blessing to all of us! 

In 2017, we added another relational piece to our program.  

After each clinic, our Prayer Partners mail a hand-written note 

of encouragement to each of the patients seen that day. We 

have received thank you calls and cards back for these. It 

truly blesses our patients that someone would take the time 

just for them. 

Since we opened our doors in 2013, our Prayer Partners, 

who serve during clinic sessions, have joyfully taken the 

opportunity to lead 19 people to a personal relationship with 

Christ. We give God the glory!

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God has truly amazed us in how He has provided for Compassion Community Clinic through very 

generous individuals, churches, and grants.  CC Clinicôs leadership acknowledges its fiduciary 

responsibility to be good stewards and is carefully planning a growth strategy.  In memory of one of our 

pioneer dentists, Dr. Lynn Brosy, CC Clinic has been blessed with a very generous one time gift of $90,000 

from Pacific Health Ministry.  CC Clinic leadership is planning to use the gift to finance expansion of 

patient care.  When our professional dental staff expands, we will serve our community even better! 
 

Four local churches and five individuals have supported us on a monthly basis, with a fifth church giving 

CC Clinic support via an annual offering. Four other churches have given periodic donations. The monthly 

financial gifts have been invaluable to support CC Clinicôs regular administrative expenses which grants 

often do not cover.

Treasurer Lyndi Newbry created a more streamlined and sustainable accounting system for CC Clinic in 

QuickBooks which enabled us to have our first financial review in October 2016.  The results were very 

positive.  Kathi Hilton of Curtis Bookkeeping Services processes our payroll for our two employees.  In 

addition, she graciously donates her time to do CC Clinicôs bookkeeping.  What a blessing! 
 

Chris Ormsby, Board Chairman and Co-Founder, continues to lead our Fundraising Committee, which 

undertakes fundraising events and writes grant requests and reports. Through this teamôs committed efforts,
