[ JUNE 24 - SOLEMNITY OF THE NATIVITY OF SAINT JOHN THE
| BAPTIST: This feast is celebrated on this day as it is six months
/ | before the birth of Christ. With its proximity to the summer solstice, it
- signifies the waning of the light, while the birth of Jesus near the
= winter solstice marks the coming of the light. John was given his
name on the occasion of his birth in accordance with an angel’s
instruction to his father, Zechariah. In disbelief that he and Elizabeth
would have a son, Zechariah asked for a sign and was struck dumb,
but in the giving of the name, his speech was restored.

JUNE 28 - MEMORIAL OF SAINT IRENAEUS, BISHOP, MARTYR: Irenaeus was ordained a priest
and later became a bishop. His writings in refuting heresies helped lay the foundations of Christian
theology. Perhaps his most important contribution was his assertion that creation is not sinful by
nature, but rather distorted by sin. As God created us, so God redeemed us: our fallen human
nature could only be saved by Christ assuming it in the Incarnation.

JUNE 29 - SOLEMNITY OF SAINTS PETER AND PAUL, APOSTLES: Peter was

and Paul were martyred in Rome.
