Species 

Taxonomy: The process of identifying and naming species; 
in taxonomy, you must choose a species concept to follow. 



Species Concepts 

Morphological Species Concept: Two species are different if 
they have different morphology (appearance). 



Species Concepts 

Ecological Species Concept: Two species are different if 
they are adapted to different habitats and exist in different 
ecological niches. 



Species Concepts 

Biological Species Concept: Two species are different if they 
cannot interbreed to produce fertile offspring.
