Research Methods: On-Campus Survey Assignment
Adapted from Prof. T. S. Alvarado

On-Campus Surveys

You need to find a group of 4-5 students. Each student will contribute 2 questions to the survey. The survey must be self-administered. Pick a theme/ topic, research question, population (students/staff at COC), and sample/ location.
There are 3 locations where you can administer your survey:

On campus, to students

On campus, to staff

At an entrance to a parking lot, to students

Of your survey questions,

At least 2 should be nominal questions about demographic characteristics.

1 should be a yes/no question.

At least 4 questions should be 4 or 5 point Likert scale-type questions.

1 should be an open-ended question.

Your survey must be typed, and either emailed to the professor, or you may print 25 copies and bring to class. Try to bring pens/ pencils and hard surfaces for the administration of your survey (magazines, clipboards, notebooks).

Product:

Research paper (one per group) of 2-3 pages. You must include appendix with 3 tables (not included in the page limit). Staple a copy of your survey to your paper (not included in the page limit). Check syllabus for paper due date. Include in your research paper the sections below.
Sections:

Topic, names, class

Research question

Discuss research method (self-administered survey) and sample location. Remember to include the specifics: date/ time/ CCC

List questions (this will take more than 1 slide in the presentation. For the paper, this is your stapled survey)

Discuss 3 patterns & illustrate with data (these will be your tables in your paper)
Any special cases/ interesting cases?

What was the experience like?

Weaknesses/ ideas for retesting
