
One Bible Verse 

 
In June, we had a series of sermons on Wesleyan Three Simple Rules: Do No Harm, Do Good, and 

Stay in Love with God, in our effort to learn what it means to live by faith in our faith journey.  Then, how 

do we know we are on the right track? What are the marks of the Christian life? John Wesley says it is 

faith in Jesus Christ, hope in the salvation, and love of God and neighbors as ourselves. The marks can 

appear in our changes on our faith journey through love in action, kindness, patience, endurance, 

compassion and justice.  

It appears in our practices of faith and it is clear that there are certain points that we need to develop 

in our faith journey. And we call that the means of grace, which means certain practices of faith which help 

us to grow more in faith, to become more like Jesus and to come close to God. And John Wesley gives us 

some examples of the means of grace, such as keeping Godôs commandments, partaking in the 

Sacraments, worship, praying, fasting, and reading the Bible. Those are the practices we do on regular 

basis in our gathering and they help us to grow. 

About ten years ago, I was a teacher at an institute. I was working pretty hard. In my memory, I 

donôt think that I could find enough time to read and meditate on the Bible. I did pray before every meal, 

but sometimes it was not easy to find just a couple of minutes a day for even one verse of the Bible. It was 

irony that I was a Christian and I went to church every Sunday. But I spent more of my time at work and 

home during weekdays and I didnôt find time to read the Bible. Then, I started to open my day with 

reading just one verse of the Bible and I remember it helped me a lot in my faith. Thinking back of that 

time, I happen to think of many of our church families and wonder if you could find time to meditate on it 

during the week. Let me just be clear. Iôm not blaming on you, but just want to help you to start your day 

with one Bible verse. 

So I will start a project, named ñOne Bible Verse.ò From July 1, one Bible verse will be delivered to 

your cellphone around 8am in the morning from Monday through Saturday. If it bothers your morning, 

please let me know. I will not send it. But you may join later again, when you want it. If you donôt receive 

it, but want it, please have me informed. If a friend of yours wants to join in this One Bible Verse, feel free 

to have me informed.  

I believe it does change our lives, as we start our day with Godôs word and have a couple of minutes 

to meditate on it. If you are inspired by the word and willing to share your witness, you are so welcome to 

share it with the congregation on Sunday. Iôm so excited to imagine what God enfolds through our prayer 

and meditation. Godôs word will hover in your day and it will help us think of God and meditate Godôs 

word every day in our faith journey. Amen.
