Feb 10-St. Scholastica-The twin sister of St. Ben-
edict, St. Scholastica is the 6th century founder of
the Benedictine Convent and is the patron saint of
nuns.

Feb 11-Our Lady of Lourdes-The title given the
Blessed Virgin Mary in veneration of the Marian
apparitions that occurred in approximately 1858 in
the vicinity of Lourdes, France. Fourteen year old
Bernadette Soubirous told her mother that a "lady"
spoke to her in the cave of Massabielle while she
was gathering firewood with her sister and a friend.
Similar apparitions of the "Lady" were reported on
seventeen occasions that year, until the climax reve-
lation of Our Lady of the Immaculate Conception
took place.

Feb 14-St. Valentine-A well known saint in the
third century, St. Valentine was a Roman saint who
is widely associated with the tradition of courtly
love.

The person who has been “saved,” who has “heard the
good news of salvation,” still lives in an unsaved world, a
world sadly oblivious to the presence of God.
