     Dan Larson, Head Wrangler, writes “That Covid has slowed down many things, including me visiting 
as many churches yearly as I can.” You can find videoed updates by searching “Pinehaven Christian 
Children’s Ranch” on U-Tube. Click on the round channel icon and find the latest videos on the channel. 
     As of the fall of 2020 Pinehaven launched it’s first off-site Christian School opportunity. Their teacher 
in Illinois is doing an excellent job of helping 16 students get their education untainted by the secular 
world. We hope to be able to offer this ministry to hundreds of students across the country if the Lord 
leads that direction. They don’t know yet if we will utilize churches who sponsor one of their own teach-
ers through our curriculum and structure or look for extra donations to pay as many teachers as we can 

facilitate all across the country. What we do know is that we are doing our best to follow the Lord’s leading in where and 
how He wants our ministry to help hurting kids and to help kids keep from becoming troubled due to the negative influ-
ences of our society. Please pray for this! 
     Also this last fall Pinehaven wrapped up its trial run of the GAP Curriculum. It was a small start but gave a lot of in-
sight into the mechanics and needs of such a program. We hope to offer this course again in September-November of 
2021. GAP includes the following :   

 10 weeks of spiritual information 

 Hands on experience in many different skill sets 

 Ask: How can I use my skills to benefit my church, mission work and the kingdom? 

 The tentative schedule includes: cooking/food preparation/food preservation, automotive mechanic repair, 1st 
responder training, a wilderness trip, wood working, household upkeep and repair, welding, job applications 
skills, mission work, butchering and blacksmithing. 

Pinehaven, true to historical form, is not charging a fee for this course. Housing will be provided.

     The GAP ministry is essentially a spiritual formation and trade school semester (10) weeks. They want to help those 
who have graduated but don’t know what they want to do. They also want them to have an experience with the skills 
they have and how they can be used for the kingdom.
