Some suggest a planetary constellation, or 
a supernova, that is to say one of those stars that is 
initially quite weak, in which an inner explosion 
releases a brilliant light for a certain time, or a comet, 
etc. This debate we may leave to the experts. The 
great star, the true supernova that leads us on, is 
Christ himself. He is as it were the explosion of 
God’s love, which causes the great white light of his 
heart to shine upon the world.
