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MOVYING TihE MAIL

Letters have been written and sent for a very long
time, long before the first Penny Black stamps were
released. Post boys trotted out from London down
the principal roads of the nation to such destinations
as Bristol, Holyhead and Dover. Letfters were

dropped off at post houses; these were usually inns
which acted as local distribution centres.

evening before 6 o’clock, and into the Bristol Post
Office before 3 o’clock in the afternoon, and they
will be delivered in London the next day”
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before the introduction of the penny post. The letter on the right
shows the Bristol designation delivery mark.

Then in 1782 one John Palmer suggested his plan
for the night mail coach, designed to carry
passengers and mail. Palmer was fortunate to have
friends in high places, among them William Pitt. It
was his aftention to detail that eventually ensured
acceptance of the plan. He himself travelled the
country timing routes and checking distances.

Against considerable opposition within the Post
Office, Palmer’s scheme was granted a trial over the
Bristol — Bath — London route.

Few believed that this schedule could be kept but
Palmer’s first night run of 2 August 1784 proved to
be a complete success.

The mail guard was the coach commander and an
employee of the Post Office, unlike the coachmen
who worked for the contractor of the mail route. The
guard was issued with a blunderbuss, a brace of
pistols and a handsome uniform, military in style with
a red coat and cocked hat. The receiver of the letter
paid for its carriage and delivery which is a good
reason that guards were given some protection from
thieves on the road.

The final run of the mail coach service coincided
with the introduction of Stephenson’s Rocket, and
the spread of the railway system. The new steam
coach became highly popular as it had all the
advantages of speed and cost. The Post Office
changed gradually from road to rail, the last London
based mail coach ceasing in 1846.
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HINGING

Stamp hinges were devised a long time ago so that
stamps could be affixed to the album page, yet
could also be peeled off later with no damage.
There is only one major mistake one can make with
stamp hinges, and that is putting too much moisture
on a hinge so that it touches the stamp and
therefore glues itself to the page.

Many stamps are damaged by careless hinging and
to avoid this happening to your new collection, we
offer the following practical hints:

1. Always use hinges of good quality.
2. Hinges should always be smaller than the stamp.

3. Lick hinges or better still, damp them as lightly as
possible, taking special care of mint stamps.

For a very small stamp, cut a

} hinge in half, lengthways or
widthways, depending on the
shape.

If you have a block of stamps, don’t tear them
apart. Mount them together, using as many
hinges as are necessary to fix the block securely.

4. Attach only the smaller part of the folded hinge to
the back of the stamp.

5. Moisten only the lower part of the remaining
section of the hinge for aftachment to the album
page. (This habit makes it possible to examine the
stamps without damaging the perforations.)

6. If a stamp is wrongly affixed to the stamp page,
let it dry thoroughly - sometimes this will be
overnight - before aftempting to remove it. If you
try to remove it too quickly the album page will
certainly be marked.

7. Do not change hinges more often than you must.
A good hinge, not too heavily moistened, will
survive numerous moves.

Mount a triangle like
this, with the hinge on
the side nearest the
centre of the album so
the stamp will not get
crumpled when the
album is shut.
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If you mount a stamp in the wrong place, or get it
crooked, wait for at least half an hour until the gum
on the hinge has completely dried. Then the hinge
will peel off the page and off the stamp without
doing any damage. This means you can also take
stamps out of your album to rearrange, sell or swap.
