Greater Gardner USBC Association, Inc. (GGUSBC) Bakers Doubles Tournament Rules
(1) This open to any bowler who has at least 21 games in a Greater Gardner UBC sanctioned league as of the time of bowling. 

(2) The tournament consists of two person teams, bowling 4 games using the Bakers system of scoring. Each bowler will alternately bowl 5 frames. (Bowler 1 will start games 1 & 3.  Bowler 2 will start games 2 & 4). Bowlers will remain on the same lane for all 4 games.
(3) An entrant may participate in the event as often as desired (unlimited entry). However, in no case shall the same two players be permitted to place more than once in the prize list for position standings. 

(4) Entries close 10 minutes prior to squad time, provided openings are available. 

(5) Entrants must use their highest USBC league average from the previous season regardless of whether bowled as a regular member or substitute. (Only averages established in leagues in the Greater Gardner USBC Association will be accepted.) 

Averages will be accepted in the following order: 

(a) Highest previous regular season average for at least 21 games. (Book average is accepted as official) 

(b) If (a) does not apply, highest current average for at least 21 games, as of October 31, 2020. 

(c) If (a) or (b) does not apply, highest summer league average for at least 21 games, as of the end of the previous summer season. 

(d) If (a), (b) or (c) does not apply, bowler will be entered as scratch (0 handicap) 

(7) This is a handicap tournament. Handicap is 90% of the difference between 240. 

(8) Entry fee is $25.00 per bowler, per event. 

Prize Fund $35 per event 

Lineage $15 per event 

$50.00 total fee per team
Payment of entry fee must accompany entry application in order to be accepted. 

(9) All prize money is returned 100 percent. Payout is at least one prize for every eight entries. Handicap & Scratch positions will be paid. A team placing in both will be paid in one category only – based on largest amount of prize earnings. If there is an uneven number of payouts (example 5, 7, etc.), the highest number of payouts will be in the handicap division. 
(10) This tournament is USBC Certified. 
(11) Rule 319d does not apply to this tournament. 

(12) Lane assignments will be drawn before the start of each squad. 

(13) Any protest affecting eligibility or playing rules must be confirmed in writing to tournament management before the tournament prize payments are made. Errors in scoring must be reported to tournament management within 24 hours. 

(14) A tournament entrant cannot re‐bowl a game or frame(s) within a game except as authorized by tournament management when the scores are irretrievably lost in the scoring process. 

 (15) Tournament management will decide any question not covered by these tournament rules. Tournament management has the power to hear and act on all protests concerning the tournament. Their decision is final unless an appeal is made in accordance with Rule 329.
