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Like a proud family, the ideas in this book have a complex pedigree. While an anthropology graduate student at the University of Chicago, George Mead, Sol Tax, and especially Robert Redfield taught Thomas that American Indian life could be understood through a contrast between two ideal types, the "folk" person and the "urban" person. Thomas carried this idea to Monteith College at Wayne State University, where, with the

help of Roland Wright, Otto Feinstein, Merrill Jackson, and Robert Rietz, it developed into something called simply "the Monteith theory."
