Two scorings are common to all four motives: horn, and violin-viola. The
horn is consistently associated with godliness, nobility and fairness. The
violin-viola combination takes on a more general meaning of #hreat. Shared
by three of the motives, the oboe-bassoon-horn-clarinet combination
remains fairly constant as an indicator of Nibelung aspirations. The
symbols common to two motives are consistent in their meaning.
