Q.  What equipment do I need? 

A:  Every player needs their own ball, soccer-cleats or turf shoes (no baseball 

cleats!), shin guards and a water bottle. MSA provides each child with a jersey 

to play in.

Q:  How do I register my child to play? 

 

A:  1. Come to an in person registration. Bring copy of child’s birth cert., 

check, money order, or cash, and credit card and competed registration form.  

2.  Register online/pay online 

3.  Mail in registration form along with copy of birth cert, and registration fee.
