Resolution from the Town of Vermont, Dane County, Wisconsin:
Township Concerns
Whereas, the quality of K-12 public schools and Vocational Technical Colleges and the conditions of town roads have been priorities for our town;

Whereas, the State’s General Fund and not local property taxes should bear the main burden of funding of K-12 public schools, Vocational Colleges and Town’s road maintenance;

Whereas, all Town residents are responsible for disposal of their trash and their recycling;

Therefore, be it resolved that the Wisconsin Legislature and Governor adopt the following principles in preparing the 2011-13 State Budget:

1) No cuts in State funding for K-12 public schools and Vocational Technical Colleges;

2) No cuts in Shared Revenues (now known as Municipal Aid);

3) No cuts in General Transportation Aids;

4) Continue mandatory recycling and funding of that program.

The Town of Vermont Clerk is requested to send this Resolution to the Wisconsin Legislators representing the Town of Vermont--Representative Sondy Pope-Roberts, Senator John Erpenbach--and to Governor Scott Walker, as well as to the Chairs of the Joint Committee on Finance of the Wisconsin Legislature.
