1. Swimmers and parents are expected to be dedicated to the Woodstream coaching staff. 

2. Swimmers are expected to attend all practices and maintain strict adherence to the coach’s instructions. If you cannot make a practice you must notify your coach. All swimmers are expected to be on time, properly dressed and equipped for practices/meets. 

3.  Swimmers may only wear an approved team uniform/caps during meets and are expected to take pride in their appearance when representing their team.

4. Swimmers are expected to attend all practices and meets. Absences due to unusual circumstances shall be discussed with the coach as far as possible in advance of an event. If recurring non communicated absences continue to occur, appropriate corrective action may be taken by the coach.

5. Swimmers are expected to arrive for all meets at the requested time of the coach and no less than an hour before the meet begins.

6. Swimmers must respect all timers and officials and accept decisions without question. 

7. Swimmers must train with seriousness towards result. No horseplay will be tolerated during practice.

8. Swimmers must promote teamwork by providing encouragement to teammates. Negative comments towards teammates, fans and staff will not be tolerated. 

9. Parents and fans on are expected to provide encouragement to the team. Parents of the swimmers are responsible for the actions of their family members and visiting friends in attendance.  Please restrain from making negative comments towards swimmers, timers, officials and other parents and coaching staff. As their coaches, we must have the team’s complete attention so that we can correct mistakes and promote positive actions. The swimmer/coach relationship is a significant part in the development of a swimmer.

10. All swimmers are expected to maintain the highest standard of conduct and good sportsmanship. Failure to adhere to these standards may result in corrective action by the coach or coaching staff.

11. If a swimmer is in another sport or swim program, you must do your best in communicating any and all conflicts in advance and in writing. This information is imperative not only for the development of the swimmer but also affects the rest of the team.
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12. Please remember at all times you are representing the Woodstream Swim Team and it is a good name. Appropriate behavior by swimmers, parents and coaches will be expected both at Woodstream and other clubs.

13. Absolutely no drugs, alcohol, cigarettes or chewing tobacco. Anyone abusing this will be subject to suspension or be expelled from the program.

14. Parents will ensure that their son or daughter is current in his standing as a member of the Woodstream Swim Club while swimming as a member of the Woodstream Swim Team.
