SAINTS/FEASTS OF THE WEEK  
Sept 9-St. Peter Claver-A Jesuit priest known for 
his missionary work with black slaves, St. Peter 
Claver left his homeland of Spain for the colonies of 
the New World.  He settled in Cartagena which was 
a chief center of the slave trade, where he tended to 
the people transported from West Africa to be sold 
as slaves. 
Sept 12-The Most Holy Name of Mary–The 
name “Mary,” being the name of the Blessed Moth-
er, deserves special respect and devotion, and is 
thereby celebrated in four ways: First, Mary is a 
name of honor, since the faithful praise Mary as the 
Mother of our Divine Savior; she is rightfully called 
“Mother of God,” for Jesus true God, second person 
of the Holy Trinity entered this world becoming also 
true man through Mary who had conceived by the 
power of the Holy Spirit.  Second, Mary is a most 
holy name, because the very mention of her name 
reminds us she is full of grace, has found favor with 
God, and is blessed among all women.  Third, Mary 
is a maternal name, because she is our Mother, 
whom our Lord gave to us a He was dying on the 
cross (cf. John19:26-27).  Finally, Mary is a name of 
the mother who responds to all of our needs, pro-
tects us from evil, and prays “for us sinners now and 
at the hour of our death.”-catholicstraightanswers.com 
Sept 13-St. John Chrysostom-Known for his 
preaching and public speaking. St. John Chrysos-
tom denounced the abuse of authority by both polit-
ical and ecclesiastical leaders.  
Sept 14-The Exaltation of the Holy Cross-
Early in the fourth century, Saint Helena, mother of 
the Roman Emperor Constantine, went to Jerusa-
lem in search of the holy places of Christ’s life. She 
razed the second-century Temple of Aphrodite, 
which tradition held was built over the Savior’s 
tomb, and her son built the Basilica of the Holy Sep-
ulcher on that spot. During the excavation, workers 
found three crosses. Legend has it that the one on 
which Jesus died was identified when its touch

POST-SUMMER CHALLENGES 
     With any luck, summer delights will continue a 
while past last weekend’s Labor Day: refreshing recre-
ation (with maybe an occasional swim) or enjoyable 
relaxation on the deck (with tasty outdoor grilling). 
Truth is, for some of us, this year’s Labor Day came 
way too early. With many schools back in session for a 
while already, mealtimes and driving schedules need-
ed readjustment to coordinate youth sports with adult 
commitments. Some religious education and parish 
programs resumed, too. No surprise, then, that this 
weekend’s scriptures sound a little like post-summer 
challenges. For instance, Wisdom reminds us that be-
lievers in God can never be content with “timid delib-
erations” and “unsure plans.” Paul challenges long-
time friend and follower Philemon to “let the good 
you do be voluntary.” Jesus instructs “great crowds” 
traveling with him—including us—on three things 
necessary for all true disciples to accomplish. On this 
early autumn weekend, our scriptures describe disci-
ples’ lifelong labors.Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
     Eastern Catholic and Orthodox Christians share a 
love for the Byzantine liturgy because it is during the 
Eucharist that the Church is most true to its identity, 
expresses its integrity, and discovers its vocation. 
Eastern Catholic and Orthodox Christians celebrate 
essentially the identical liturgy, with only very slight 
variations. It is a fairly complex ritual weaving to-
gether three separate layers of prayers: a liturgy 
prayed in the sanctuary by priests, often hidden by a 
curtain or screen; a liturgy sung by the assembly and 
led by a deacon in front of a screen formed of painted 
icons; and a third layer of private prayer by the priest, 
who prays in support of the deacon and the faithful. 
It is an eyes-wide-open experience, gorgeous in visu-
als, and filled with the sound of God’s people singing 
prayer. The energy of the worship centers on the 
presence of Christ, largely through an awareness of 
heaven touching earth when the Church gathers to 
celebrate. 
     In the late twentieth century, Latin Rite Catholics 
were encouraged to embrace a style of worship that 
was “full, conscious, and active,” a value that has nev-
er been lost in the East. The liturgy has great impact 
in its beauty, in its poetry and contemplation, and by 
the actions of bowing, signing with the cross, and 
chanting that are required of the assembly. Contact 
with the Eastern Church reveals some key values that 
have been obscured in our own Church and are slow-
ly being recovered.—James Field, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.
