Gn Get. 15, 1300, we were led to
open in Topeka, Kansas, a Pible
Scbool which became widely known
sometime later as “The College of
Bethel.” [t5 unique features angd
teachings became subjects of the
daily papers throughout the land. Its
only text-book was the Bible; its only
ubject utter abandonment in obedi-
ence Lo the commandents of Jesus.
However Unconventional and imprac-
tical this might seem to the world tog-
day.» No collections wern ‘taken, no
solicitation, no board o tuition was
charged. No difference was  made
whether the students had any means
to afer or not: but one thing wag
strictly required —that they should
ober and seek to live the command-
ments and teachings of Jesus, Under
these circilm._stances, day after day,
week after week, month after month,
God was faithfql in supplying all ouor
needs, yea, “no good thing did He
withold from them whe walked up-
rightly”"" With 2 people thus given

up to God, who mor: fully obeyed the
commands of Jesus, and in a siricter
sense had “all things in common’’
than any other Bible school in
the world, we were enabled to sink
deeper into the things of God, and to
obtain a more comprehonsive view of
the heights and depths, lengths and
breadths of God’s eternal purpose
which He purposed through Jegug
Christ our Lord,

Nearly all of the students had been
religions  workers of considera! le
spiritual  growth and attainment.
Like manv of our readers, they said
they had received the baptism of the
Holy Ghost a number of Years ago,
but in spite of this we continued to
teach what we believed to be in the
Word of God, and in the mind of Jog-

On New Year’s night, Miss Agnes
N. Ozman of Beatrice, Neb,, a mis-
sionary lady who attended several Bi-

ble schuols and had done considerable

religious work, one who had mighty
annointings and had for vears the
“annointing that abideth” which she
mistook for the baptism, was con-
vinced of her need of a personal Poy-
tecost. A few minutes before mid-
night, she desired hands laid upon her
that she might receive the gift of
the Holy Ghost. During invocation
of hands, prayer was offered and she
was filled with the Holy Ghost and
spake with other tongues as the Spir-
it gave utterance.
