HOLIDAY DECORATION POLICY

In keeping with neighborhood harmony and respect for other homeowners, the following policy was adopted by the Board of Directors on September 25, 2008 and sent to all Unit Owners on October 16, 2008.

1. Decorating for holidays is approved.

2. Decorations may not be placed on roofs and may not be attached to any part of the buildings with the exception of the front door area.  (No fasteners are to breach the painted trim or siding in the area, i.e., no nails, screws, etc.)  Other decorations must be kept to the area immediately adjacent to your home.

3. Residents may us non-flashing/non-blinking miniature white lights to enhance shrubbery and trees immediately adjacent to their home during the winter holidays as long as no extension cords/power cables cross any street, driveway, walkway or sidewalk.  White spotlights may be used to accent the front entrance doorway.  All outside lights must be on a timer or switch and must be shut off by 11:00 P.M.
4. No inflatable, fan driven or oversized decorations are allowed.

5. No sound, music, smoke/fog producing, or projection image decorations are allowed.

6. The following timelines are allowed for decorations:

a. Thanksgiving through New Years – November 15 Th through January 15th.

b. Other holidays – ten days before through ten days after the holiday. 

7.  Holiday decorations, such as jock-o-lanterns, etc., shall be removed from the exterior of homes in accordance with these timelines.

Other seasonal reminders:

· Bring in watering hoses and shut off outside bibs from the inside and open outside faucets, even though we have frost-free spigots.
· Seasonal planters and dead annuals are to be removed by December 1st. 

· Snow Removal; during snow removal times, residents shall cooperate with the snow-removal contractor by moving their vehicles when requested to do so.  Vehicles may, from time to time, be ordered removed from parking areas and/or driveways to permit snow plowing.  Owners of such vehicles shall promptly comply and remove their car from the parking are until the snow plowing is complete.  The Directors are authorized to impose a per occurrence fine for failure to do so.
