TRIALS TO TRIUMPHS — BURDENS
TO BLESSINGS

The Christians’ constant dream and hope is looking
with great anticipation to the ‘‘day without clouds”, when
there will be no more burdens, no more trials. We’ll be
safe at home where all is peace and tranquility. And
Praise God! that hope is not in vain that dream will
come true for our Father has promised us everlasting
life in heaven with Him if we keep His commandments.
But what about between here and there — what do we
do with the trials and burdens now?

Paul had the answer for us in 2 Cor. 12: 10 “I take
pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in necessities, in
persecutions, in distresses for Christ’s sake: for when I
am weak, then am I strong.”

They
would make us believe that the victorious life is one free
from trials and burdens. A sheltered life is one of the
“hot house plant”. A life only used to pleasantness and
ease wilts and dies in the heat of the noonday sun. A
minister once said, ‘“A Christian is made for trouble
like a ship is made to sail thq waters. As long as the
ship keeps the water on the outside it will float. So the
Christian only sinks when he lets the trouble on the in-
side.” Trials are to make us grow and become strong.
The weight of trials give our spiritual feet traction on
this road from earth to Glory.

The 11th chapter of Hebrews, “Gods Hall of Fame”
is the best reading I know for encouragement in the
heat of the battle. All the great men and women of the
Bible endured much harder afflictions than you and I
and yet with ultimate victory. They turned their burdens
to blessings and their trials to triumphs by trusting in
God’s strength and power. Is He less concerned for you
and me than He was for them? I think not!

FUNCTIONS
OF A GOOD
¢ DEACON _

by John Eller

he office of deacon is almost

as old as the church (Acts 6:1-

7). Though preceded by the clergy

in both history and position, the op-

portunities for service are many at
this level of lay participation.

Some pastors experience commu-
nication failure with their deacon
boards and vice-versa. A contribut-
ing cause may stem from a lack of
understanding the role of deacon.

Purpose

The Early Church recorded phe-
nomenal growth. As the disciples
continued to multiply, a complaint
arose from the Grecians who felt
their widows received less food
than the Hebrews in the daily dis-
tribution.

The church initiated action to se-
lect a committee of capable men to
resolve this conflict and bring unity
between factions. The qualifica-
tions, destined to stand the test of
time, would require men of honest
report, full of the Holy Ghost, and
endowed with wisdom.

These laymen would fulfill a sup-
porting role to the clergy, comple-
menting the work of the ministry.
Appointed to the business at hand
in serving tables, they would re-
lease the spiritual leaders to give
full attention to prayer and prop-
agation of the Word.

The individuals chosen were men
stable in the faith as were their
pastors. They were temperate, eamn-
est, with character and abilities al-
ready proved by lesser responsibil-
ities. It was required that they have
good wives and families as exam-
ples to the congregation. Men of
like caliber are still in demand 20
centuries later.

Practice

Duties of deacons are multiple
and may vary with each assembly.
However, several basic principles
guide their activities toward com-
mon goals—the glory of God and
the welfare of the church.

Faithfulness is the prime quality
looked for in men who serve the
house of God. Regular and special
meetings of the official board re-
quire their presence, punctuality,
and participation. The pastor finds
these occasions beneficial as he
seeks their advice and counsel.

Confidence is mandatory in cer-
tain matters under discussion or re-
view, while a steady hand is neces-
sary in problem areas. As good
stewards, deacons are often called
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upon to approve expenditurgs
) In many assem-
blies they serve as the pulpit com-
mittee in times of pasteral change
to interview applicants and recom-
mend a candidate.

Loyalty is another impourtant rac-
tor in good deacons. Respect for
their position begins with acknowl-
edgment of the pastor as the spir-
itual leader of the church. They
support him publicly and privately.

In making decisions, the board
looks for the most good for the
most people, and what is Dest in
God’s will. Never would they act
because of anger or duress, but al-
ways prayerfully, making decisions
with respect and support for major-
ity rule.

Responsiveness is an admirable
trait in religious leaders, especially
deacons. They should always be
sensitive to the needs and opinions’

of the congregation, and inform
the pastor when called upon. Their
perspective should be .an abjective
overview  unaffected by personal
prejudice.

Good dcacons give attention to
the maintenance of physical facil-
ities while aware of growth needs
and future planning. They also seek
ways to better care for the temporal
nceds of their pastor, with an an-
nual review of salary and bene-
fits. Alert laymen can spare their
minister embarrassment with aware-

ness of his financial situation in

light of changing economy.
Privilege

Deaconship should be regarded
by all who enter as an open door
for Christian service rendered unto
the Lord and the church. It must
never be looked upon as a burden.
As an act of appreciation for the
confidence of his fellow members,
the deacon should be regular in
church attendance.

The deacon should acquaint him-
self with the local constitution and
and acquire a general knowledge
of current bylaw agreements and re-
lated precedents. He should always
be willing to serve the church
within this framework but should
not be offended if awarded a sab-
batical through a rotating system
or by choice of the voting con-
stituency.

The office must seek the man,
not the man seck the office. Regard
for this unwritten law has spared
many men the frustrations found in
roots of bitterness springing up
from political intrigue. At any point
of their service or the cessation of
it, good deacons encourage support
for present church leaders, promote
unity, and build an atmosphere of
optitnism in the work of God.

Deaconship requires those ex-
ceptional individuals who refuse
anyvthing which may be contrary to
scriptural precepts, but are equally
unwilling to reject categorically
cvervthing that does not immediate-

ly conform to their own od?emnal
fastes. These must be godly men,
subordinate to the pastor, subject

to the e, yet sensitive to the
will of (gi? They thus become true

servants of Christs kingdom on

earth.

The Living Bible paraphrases
well the benefits and dividends of
this ministry: “Those who do well
as deacons will be well rewarded
both by respect fro$ others and al-
so by developing their own confi-
dence and bold trust in the Lord
(1 Timothy 3:13).
