Reading a Weaving Draft.  When reading a weaving draft for traditional weaving, read from right to left.  

The tie up is usually in a box to the right of the threading draft.  Under the tie up grid is the treadling 

sequence.  That is how the weaving will be woven.  In some European publications, the treading starts at 

the bottom and goes up.  Look carefully at the next weaving draft to find these items. 

When reading an Inkle threading draft, remember there are two lines.  One line represents the heddled 

thread and the other the unheddled thread.  These are read from left to right.  Study all drafts 

carefully in order to get the most amount of information out of them.
