We offer hardship donations to families in times of loss, whether through a
monetary donation or donation of the use of the tribal hall for memorial or funeral
services, or mileage tickets to get to somewhere in the event of a family emergency.

If a Tribal Member passes away, we can authorize a round trip on the IFA for a
truck to go to Ketchikan to pick up the loved one and bring them home from the
Funeral Home for services.

Through EPA, tribal members can receive mold cleaning kits, radon testing kits, and
can also recycle with the EPA Department any paper, plastics, aluminum, and small
batteries.

Through the Mold Remediation Grant, we can fix up to $75,000 in mold/moisture
damage caused to your home from our rainy environment if you qualify.

Through the Housing Department, you may be considered for available rentals once
we finish construction on our Tract-18 location on East Hamilton Drive.

Through our Transportation Department, eligible tribal members may receive an
upgraded car seat for their child or children.



Through Education, you may be eligible for a scholarship of up to $1,000 per quarter,
and $1,500 per semester for higher education.

Tribal members also receive Thanksgiving turkeys, Christmas Hams, door prizes
at our Annual Meetings, and will be eligible for special prizes.

Through our Emergency Services Tribal Members may receive a free smoke detector
with free installation upon request.

Through our Tribal Employment Rights Ordinance (TERO), tribal members will

receive preference in hiring for various positions, Transportation projects, Housing
projects and any other Economic Development Enterprise we form in the near future.
