POLICY & PROCEDURES
PARENT, VISITORS, STUDENT ETIQUETTE: If at any time you wish to speak with an instructor, please leave a message with the front desk assistant and we will the instructor or Ms. Kaniesha will set up a meeting with you. Our goal is to provide a fun, challenging & educational dance experience. If you should have any questions or concerns, please do not hesitate to contact us.

· Enter the facility respectfully and quietly.

· All visitors must be seated in the lobby.

· Be on time!

· No water, food or gum is allowed on the dance floor.

· Please call N’Ferno to inform your instructor of any absence from a class 

· Parents are not permitted to confer with N’Ferno instructors during or between classes. Please speak with the front desk or call to schedule a conference.

· Parents and dancers will not openly critique any dancer during class time.

· Students will carefully follow the dress code guidelines.

· Students and parents will carefully follow the tuition guidelines.

· Attendance at all stage and dress rehearsals during recital week is required by all dancers who wish to perform in the N’Ferno Recital.

· Be respectful to N’Ferno instructors, peers and visitors.

ATTENDANCE and LATE PICK CHARGES
Students are required to attend/participate in 80% of the session classes to participate in the annual production.  We expect students to attend class every week. Late pick up:  there will be a $10 late pick up charge for any student not picked up 10 minutes after their class has ended for the day. Dance requires discipline and consistency to master techniques. When a student misses a class, it not only hinders their performance, it hinders the overall progress and cohesiveness of the class. No refunds/credits are given for Dancers missing class, classes cancelled due to inclement weather, missed classes due to vacation, Holidays and/or days off.  Days will be set aside to make up for classes cancelled due to inclement weather.
COSTUMES: There will be a costume fee of $60.00 per class that will be due in February.  Costume fees are to be paid in CASH or CHECK. Any fees paid after the February due date will incur an expedited fee of $15 per costume. 

CLASS ATTIRE: Dancers are expected to look like dancers. Hair pulled away from your face.  Dancers should be dressed in their assigned attire (see dress code). Hair and dress apparel are to be neat when entering the studio. No necklaces, bracelets or large hoop earrings are to be worn during class. In addition to dress code, we expect our dancers to come to class free from any tattoos, drawings, or other noticeable marks on their body that is visible to the public eye. This includes ink markings on dancers' hands and arms. N’Ferno Performing Arts Center and Competitive Dance Company tees, shorts, and accessories are permitted in the classroom. Non-affiliated studio attire is not to be worn in the studio. Failure to abide by the dress code may result in dancer’s inability to participate in their class. 
Female level IIA, IIB, III dancers should not wear underwear under their leotards. The following guidelines will be enforced for specific dance classes. Dancers will not be permitted to participate in class unless the following dress requirements are met (please refer to the required class attire form)
For Modern/Ballet Class:
Dancers should wear pink or nude tights and a solid color leotard (see color requirements class attire form). Shoes should be fitted with laces tucked under and hair should be held up off the neck. Pink, split-sole ballet slippers by Bloch or Capezio are desired (approximately $25). Modern: Please wear nude foot mittens

For Jazz Dancers are to insure that their knees, ankles and feet are visible. Hipster and/or hot shorts (yoga shorts) may be worn over dancer’s leotard. Sweats & baggies are not permitted. Any fitted leotard or dance top is acceptable. Foot Undies have become quite popular for/by all of our dancers enrolled in a technical class. Black split-sole, slip-on jazz shoes by Bloch, SoDanca, or Capezio are desired for jazz (approx. $25).

For Tap A black Oxford tap shoe is preferred for all level dancers. A black jazz tap by Bloch is preferred for our Primary Tap classes (approx. $30). 
For Hip-Hop, Pop & Lock and Breakin' Classes:
Dancers are permitted to wear jazz, cargo pocket or hip-hop pants to class. Bandannas and hats are permitted in the hip-hop class per the instructor’s discretion. Hip-hop sneakers or street sneakers are preferred for class. Knee pads are also recommended. Shorts and bare legs are not permitted. The knees must be covered.
Modeling / Make Up: Models should wear legging, a fitted shirt, Heels.  Make up Kit; supply list will be provided by Instructor. 
Male Dancers: dress comfortably in solid color cargo or sweatpants pant and dance sneakers are acceptable.
Add/ Drop/ Withdraw Students will be allowed to add a class and/or withdraw from a class.  An "Addition/Withdraw" form must be completed to be added or removed from a class or classes.  There is a 5 month minimum on all classes. To Add/Drop/Withdraw a student beyond the 5 month commitment an Add/Drop/ Withdraw form must be submitted by December 10th. If this form is not submitted by the deadline no changes will be made to your account, therefore, binding you to a financial commitment for the remainder of the session.

No withdraws will be accepted after January 10th.  If the form is not completed and submitted by the deadline parent/guardian will be financially responsible for the remainder of the program in all classes enrolled.
Production Participation If a student will not be participating in our annual production a "Withdraw to Participate" form will needed to be completed and submitted by January 10th.  Effective January 1st you will be automatically expected to participate in our year end annual production and student will be responsible for all costuming cost. 
STUDENT ASSESSMENTS: N'Ferno strives for our assessments to be fair and relevant to help sustain a sense of motivation and interest.  Expectations of the assessments are to highlight the students achievements, opportunities, competencies and motivation.  These key elements can be used in many ways to help the student improve in areas and to give a student a level of comfort to ask for help if needed. It is also used to continue praise the good work that is already being performed. During Assessment period the Creative Director and/or instructor will discuss the details of the assessment with the dancer.  Parent/ Instructor conferences may be scheduled with the front desk assistant to discuss in detail with the parent. 
INCLEMENT WEATHER CANCELLATIONS: All cancellations will be posted on the studio N’Ferno Performing Arts Center – via text message, Facebook, Instagram () or the message line 1-877-220-0747.

In order for N’Ferno Dance Company to register participant, the Participant (and the Minor Participant’s parents/guardians on behalf of Minor Participant and on their own behalf) hereby waive all claims (past, present or future), release and discharge, covenant not to sue, and agree to indemnify and hold harmless N’Ferno Dance Company (as well as its officers, employees, independent contractors, affiliates and agents) from any and all liability, loss, cost, expense, claims, demands, actions, judgments and executions which the undersigned ever had, now has, or which the undersigned may have in the future, for personal injuries, known or unknown, and damage to property (real or personal) in any way caused by, related to, or arising out of, directly or indirectly, the activity for which the Participant is registered or in which Participant is permitted to engage. In the event of the illness or injury, I authorize N’Ferno Dance Company to obtain necessary medical treatment for the Participant and hereby, in my own behalf and behalf of the Participant, release and hold harmless all Releasees. 
The undersigned represents and agrees that this waiver and release is binding not only on the undersigned, but also upon all their respective heirs, representatives, administrators, executors, and assigns. This release covers every possible injury or accident, whether related to the permitted activity, the equipment, the condition of the premises, or otherwise, and regardless of whether due in whole or in part to the negligence of a Releasee or other Participant.

In addition, if anyone (whether a Participant, Minor Participant’s parent/guardian, or anyone else on behalf of a Participant or parent/guardian) makes acclaim against any of the Releasees despite this release, then the undersigned agree to indemnify and hold harmless, each of the Releasees from any litigation expenses, attorney fees, loss, liability, damages or cost any release may incur as the result of such a claim. Furthermore, the undersigned represent that the Participant is healthy and has no physical or mental condition that would impair Participant’s ability to safely participate in the contemplated activity. I understand that N’Ferno Dance Company, from time to time, produces promotional and other materials relating to its programs. I understand that the Participant may be included in videotapes, DVDs and/or photographs taken during the year. Therefore, without reservation or limitations, I, in my own behalf and on behalf of my Minor Participant, hereby assign, transfer and grant to N’Ferno Dance Company, its successors, assignees and licensees, the exclusive right to photograph and/or videotape the Minor Participant and to utilize such videotapes and photographs and Participant’s name, face, likeness, voice and appearance as part of the event, in advertising and promoting the Event or advertising and promoting future events, and for sale for any and all purposes, for perpetuity.
