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Regular Meeting                                          
Nameoki Town Trustees

MAY 28, 2019
Supervisor Randy Presswood called the regular meeting of the Town Trustees to order. He then led the assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  Supervisor Presswood asked Town Clerk Edwards, to record the roll call.  Present other than Supervisor Presswood was Trustee Abel, Trustee Nemsky, Trustee Morris, and Trustee Vincent.  A motion was made by Trustee Nemsky, second by Trustee Abel, to dispense with the reading of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, since each Trustee had a copy and approved them as printed.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
COMMUNICATIONS:

BILLS:
A motion was made by Trustee Morris, second by Trustee Vincent to pay the bills.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  Trustee Abel, then made a motion second by Trustee Nemsky to approve the payroll.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT: 
Trustee Morris read the Treasurers Report dated May 28, 2019. A motion was made by Trustee Morris, second by Trustee Abel to approve the report as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Trustee Nemsky read the Health Report then made a motion to approve the report as read.  Second by Trustee Morris.  A roll call vote was taken, all voted aye; the motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS:

Supervisor Presswood addressed bids received, 4 in total which were all much higher than anticipated.  Low bidder is Kamadulski Excavating at $191,060.05.  Township only has enough funds to cover approximately $100,000, using MCCD Grant of $75,000 plus 
$25, 000 in the budget.  Supervisor Presswood asked for a motion to accept low bid with changes as presented by Juneau Associates, (see bid memo item #4).  Trustee Morris made a motion to accept, no second.  Discussion held with Trustees and Supervisor.  It was decided by Trustee’s that more information was needed.  Supervisor Presswood will breakdown funding options using MFT funds for part of the project.  Trustee Vincent 

made motion to table bid until next meeting, second by Trustee Nemsky.  All ayes, except for Supervisor Presswood who voted no.
NEW BUSINESS:
None.
TOWN OFFICIALS COMMENTS: 
Clerk Edwards announced that the budget hearing will be held June 10th at 6:30 pm. 
PUBLIC INPUT:

Resident Randy Heizer and Jack Lapeire of Hamilton Dr. complained about water from a sump pump being pumped directly onto the street creating a constant standing water situation.  Supervisor Presswood stated that pumping ground water onto the street is not legal.  The township has no legal to authority to fine offenders but Supervisor Presswood stated he would pass information to Madison County Authorities who can levy fines.  Resident Lapeire will supply addresses to Supervisor Presswood and he will pass along to the County.  They also asked Highway Commissioner Luehmann if there were plans to repair the broken concrete.  Highway Commissioner Luehmann acknowledged the damaged and stated that they do have that area in their plans. 

Paula Sendobry addressed the board and urged them to not let the Courtney Road project fail and lose the MCCD funds.  
Marvin Owca has two issues: 
1. Water on street due to dip that has been getting worse over the years. 
2.  Wetlands area that consistently floods and recedes.  He said that the flapper gate is not working.  Supervisor Presswood stated that he has spoken to County Officials regarding repair option to no avail.

Assessor Hanfelder was concerned about using MFT funds for a portion of the Courtney Road Project.  She asked if the bids were for minimum build to which Steve Osborn of Juneau Associates confirmed the bids are at minimum.
There being no other business a motion was made by Trustee Abel, second by Trustee Nemsky to adjourn the meeting until June 10, 2019 at 7 P.M.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
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
