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Covenant Restatement Update

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The first draft of the AG covenant restatement was released in December and is available on the AG website and you’re encouraged to go there and review it, but before you do, you ought to know that some fairly significant revisions are going to be coming soon to that draft. These changes are primarily as the result of very helpful feedback from AG residents who’ve taken the time to carefully review the first draft. Specifically these changes involve the procedures and ability to modify architectural and other standards outside a vote of the majority of AG residents. In the next draft of the covenant restatement, this ability will remain within the covenants, and only a vote of the majority of AG residents will be able to change those standards. One of the concerns of the covenant review committee was that the covenants might not be able to respond in a flexible manner to changing future technologies, as things like such as solar tiles come into the mainstream or architectural practices change. These changes might force a time consuming and costly vote of the entire AG membership. On balance however, the AG board felt that the protection of the quality and integrity of our neighborhood, far outweighed the inconvenience of needing to amend our covenants based on future changing technology or architectural practices. The covenants will remain as the standard setting guideline for our community and the ultimate source which we can all rely on to preserve the quality of Andover Glen. Look for the 2nd draft of the covenant restatement to appear on the AG website by the end of March.
