Whitnall Park Men’s Golf Club - Handicap Committee

The USGA defines the function of the committee as having the responsibility of ensuring the integrity of the handicap indexes issued to each player.  The committee sees that scores are posted and all elements of the system are followed.

Complete and accurate handicaps allow all members of different abilities to compete on an equitable basis.  All members have the responsibility to follow ALL guidelines established by the USGA / WSGA / MCPLA /WPMGC.

The Handicap Committee has adopted the following guidelines to insure complete and accurate entries.

Tournament scores – Verify entries are made in a timely and accurate manner, including Equitable Stroke Control, after each event.


Tournament Directors will provide score data after each event.

System verification will be done within one week.

Data checked – Entry date, T score and ESC.

Investigate concerns – Review concerns brought to the attention of the 
committee.

Process all concerns that are presented in writing to the committee.  Notification letter/call will be sent to member for their input.

Present final findings to all concerned.

Adjustment policy – Adjustments utilized by the club.


1st - Educate to eliminate errors

2nd –  Letter / call to express final warning


3rd - Letter of intentions / Penalty score

4th – Penalty score and Club outing Suspension

5th – USGA / WSGA Handicap Suspension
